Operation

+ Do not let the air conditioner run for a long time when the humidity is very high and a door or a window is left open.
- Moisture may condense and wet or damage furniture.
+ Take care to ensure that power cable could not be pulled out or damaged during operation.
- There is risk of fire or electric shock.
+ Do not place anything on the power cable.
- There is risk of fire or electric shock.
+ Do not plug or unplug the power supply plug during operation.

+ Do not touch(operate) the product with wet hands.

Installation

+ Always check for gas (refrigerant) leakage after installation or repair of product.

+ Install the drain hose to ensure that water is drained away properly.
- A bad connection may cause water leakage.

* Keep level even when installing the product.
- To avoid vibration or water leakage.

+ Do not install the product where the noise or hot air from the outdoor unit could damage the neighborhoods.
- It may cause a problem for your neighbors.

+ Use two or more people to lift and transport the product.
- Avoid personal injury.

+ Do not install the product where it will be exposed to sea wind (salt spray) directly.

- It may cause corrosion on the product. Corrosion, particularly on the condenser and evaporator fins, could cause
product malfunction or inefficient operation.

+ Contact the authorized service technician for repair or maintenance of this unit.

+ Contact the installer for installation of this unit.

+ When the power cord is to be replaced, replacement work shall be performed by authorized personnel only using only
genuine replacement parts.

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Operation

Preparing for operation

1. Contact an installation specialist for installation.
2. Use a dedicated circuit.

Usage

1. Being exposed to direct airflow for an extended period of time could be hazardous to your health.
Do not expose occupants, pets, or plants to direct airflow for extended periods of time.

2. Due to the possibility of oxygen deficiency, ventilate the room when used together with stoves or
other heating devices.

3. Do not use this air conditioner for non-specified special purposes (e.g. preserving precision
devices, food, pets, plants, and art objects). Such usage could damage the items.

Cleaning and maintenance

1. Do not touch the metal parts of the unit when removing the filter. Injuries can occur when handling
sharp metal edges.

2. Do not use water to clean inside the air conditioner. Exposure to water can destroy the insulation,
leading to possible electric shock.

3. When cleaning the unit, first make sure that the power and breaker are turned off. The fan rotates
at a very high speed during operation. There is a possibility of injury if the unit’s power is
accidentally triggered on while cleaning inner parts of the unit.

Service

1. For repair and maintenance, contact your authorized service dealer.

2. If anyone other than a licensed Professional installs, repairs, or alters LG Electronics Air
Conditioning Products, the warranty is voided.
