The remote is a multi-brand or a universal remote. It can be programmed to operate most remote-control-
lable devices of other manufacturers.

Programming a code into a remote mode

0 Test your remote control.
To find out whether your remote control can operate the component without programming, turn on the
component such as a VCR and press the corresponding mode button (such as a DVD or VCR) on the
remote control, while pointing at the component.
