3. Press the MENU and MUTE buttons simultaneously, the remote control is ready to be programmed for the code.

4. Enter a code number using the number buttons on the remote. Programming code numbers for the corresponding component can
be found on the following pages. Again, if the code is correct, the device will turn off. 

5. Press the MENU button to store the code.

6. Test the remote control functions to see if the component responds properly. If not, repeat from step 1.
