Vertical Airflow Direction Control

The up/down airflow (Vertical Airflow) can be adjusted

by using the remote control.

0 If you press the CHAOS swing button, the
horizontal airflow direction is changed
automatically based on the CHAOS algorithm to
distribute the air in the room evenly and at the
same time to make the human body feel most
comfortable, as if enjoying a natural breeze.
