1. After removing the Panel-Cover, draw the Air
Cleaner Bracket slightly sideward to remove the
PLASMA filter.

2. Dip the PLASMA filter into the water mixed with
mild detergent, for 20~30 minutes.

3. Dry the PLASMA filter in the shade for a day.
(Especially, the humidity must be removed
perfectly from this parts).

4. Be careful not to cut the electric discharge lines
while washing.

5. Re-install the PLASMA filter to the original position.

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When air conditioner is not going to be used for a long time.

1. Operate the air conditioner on Air circulation mode for 2 to 3 hours.
* This will dry out the internal parts.

2. Turn off the circuit breaker.
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CAUTION Turn off the circuit breaker when the air conditioner is not going to be used
for a long time. Dirt may collect and may cause a fire.

¢ Check that the air inlet and outlet of the indoor/outdoor unit are not blocked.
