+ Before installation, check exterior damages. If it has,
do not install.

* Do netinstall or store the washear where it will
be exposed to the weather.

= Do not tamper with controls,

* Do net repair or replace any part of the washer
or attempt any servicing unless specifically
recommended in the user-maintenance instructions
or published user-repair instructions that you
understand and have the skills to carry out.

+ Keep the area underneath and around your
appliances free of combustible materials such as
lint, paper, rags, chemicals, etc.

* Close supervision is necessary if this appliance is
used by of near children. Do not allew children to
play en, with, or inside this or any other appliance.

the event of a breakdown.

* With the washer installed adjust all four feet using the transit bolt spanner provided
ensuring the appliance is stable, and a clearance of approximately 20mm Is left between
the top of the washer and the underside of the work-top.
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B Electrical connection

1. De net use an extension cord or double adapter.

2. If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer or its service agents or similarly
qualified person in order to avoid a hazard.

3. Always unplug the machine and turn off the water supply after use.

4. Connect the machine to an earthed socket in accordance with current wiring regulaticns.

5. The appliance must be positionad so that the plug is easily accessible.

* Repairs to the washing maghine must only be carried out by qualified persennel. Repairs carried out by
inexperienced persons may cause injury or sericus malfunctioning. Contact your local service center

» Do not inglall your washing maching in rooms where lemperature below freezing may oceur. Frozen hoses may burst
under pressure. The reliability of the electronic control unit may be impaired at temperatures belcw freezing point.

« If the appliance is delivered in the winter months and temperatures are below freezing ; Place the washing
machine at room temperature for a few hours before putting it into operaticn.

CAUTION

The appliance is not intended for use by young children or infirm persens without supervision.
Young children should be suparvised to ensure that they do not play with appliance.

CAUTION

CAUTION concerning the Power Cord

Most appliances recommend they be placed upen a dedicated circuit; that is, a single outlet circuit
which powers only that appliance and has ne additional autlets ar branch circuits. Check the
specification page of this owner's manual to be certain.

Do not overload wall outlets. Overloaded wall outlets, locse or damaged wall outlets, extension cords,
frayed power cords, or damaged or cracked wire insulation are dangerous. Any of these cenditions
could result in electric shock or fire. Periodically examine the cord of your appliance, and if its
appearance indicates damage or deterioration, unplug it, discontinue use of the appliance, and have
the cord replaced with an exact replacement part by an authorized servicer.

Protect the power cord from physical or mechanical abuse, such as being twisted, kinked, pinched,
closed in a door, or walked upon. Pay particular attention to plugs, wall outlets, and the point where
the cord exits the appliance.

2. If the floor is uneven, adjust the adjustable feet as required. (do not
insart piecas of wood etc. under the faat)
Make sure that all four feet are stable and resting on the floor and
then check that the appliance is parfectly level. {use a spirit level)
% After the washer is level, tighten the lock nuts up towards of the base of
the washer. All lock nuts must be fightened.

In the case that the washing machine is installed on a raised
platform, it must be securely fastened in order
1o eliminate the risk that it might fall off.
# Diagonal Check
When pushing down the edges of the washing machine top plate diagonally, the machine
should rot move up and down at ail. (Please, check both of two directions)
If mackine rocks when pushing the machine fop plate diagorally, adjust the feet again.

Select a cycle (COTTON 60°C, add a half load of detergent) allow the unit to wash
without clothing. This will remove residues and water from the drum that may have been left
during manufacturing.

Care Labels
Lock for a care label on your clothes. This will tell you about the tabric content of your garment and

how it should be washed.

. Sorting

To get the best results, Sort clothes into loads that can be washed with the same wash cycle.
Water temperature and spin speed and differsnt fabrics need to be washed in different ways.
Always sort dark celors from pale colers and whites. Wash separately as dye and lint transfer can
aceur causing discoloration of white etc. It poassible, do not wash heavily soiled items with lightly
soiled one.

Solil (Heavy, Normal, Light) Separate clothes according to amount of sail.

Color (White, Lights, Darks) Separate white fabrics from colored fabrics.

Lint (Lint producers, Collsctors) Wash lint producers and lint collectors
separately.

. Caring betore loading

B Combine large and small items in a load. Load large items first. Large items should not be more than half
the total wash load.
Do not wash single items. This may cause an out-of-halance load, Add one or two similar items,
+ Check all pockets to make sure that they
are empty. ltems such as nails, hair clip,
matches, pens, coins and kays can damage
beth your washer and your clothes.

* Close zippers, hooks and strings to
make sure that these items don't
snag on other clothes.

* Pre treat dirt and stains by brushing a little
detergent dissolved in water onto stains like
collars and cuffs to help shitt dirt.

+ Check the folds of the flexble gasket (gray) and
remove any small articles,if any.

* Check inside of the drum and remove any left
items in it for next wash cycle.

* Remove any clothing or items on the flexible
gasket to prevent clothing and the gasket
damages.

* A water softener, such as Anti limescale
(Calgon) can be used to cut down on the
use of detergent in extremely hard water
areas. Dispense according o the amount
specified on the packaging.

* Use the quantity of detergent as for soft
water.

B The washing drum

* If you live in a hard water area, limescale may continuously build up in places where it cannot be
seen and thus not easily removed.
Over time the build up of scale clogs appliances, and if it is not kept in chack these may have to
be replaced.

* Although the washing drum is made of Stainless steel, specks of rust can be caused by small
melal articles (paper clips, safety pins) which have been left in the drum.

* The washing drum should be cleaned from time to time.

* If you use descaling agents, dyes or bleaches, make sure they are suitable for washing machine
use.

# Descaler may conlain chemicals that may damage part of your washing machine.
# Remove any spots with a stainless steel cleaning agent.

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B Cleaning your washer

1. Exterior

Proper care of your washer can extend its life.

The outside of the machine can be cleaned with warm water and a neutral non abrasive
household detergent.

Immediately wipe off any spills. Wipe with damp cloth.

Try not fo hit surface with sharp objects.
