. Basic TV operation

Before operating your TV, make sure the following

instructions have been completed.

* Your TV has been connected to an antenna or a
cable system.

* Your TV has been plugged in a power outlet.

* In this manual, the OSD (On Screen Display)
may be different from your TV's because it is just
an example to help you with the TV operation.
