(Especially, the humidity must be removed
perfectly from this parts).

\4_) Be careful not to cut the electric discharge lines
while washing.

5) Re-install the PLASMA filter to the original
position.
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The heat exchanger coils and panel vents of the
outdoor unit should be checked regularly. If clogged
with dirt or soot, the heat exchanger and panel vents
may be professionally steam cleaned.

Note:

Dirty or clogged coils will reduce the operating
efficiency of the system and cause higher
operating costs.
