press the joystick button. If you press the joystick button first, you can not adjust the volume level and 
saved chennels.

You can simply operate the TV functions, pressing or moving the joystick button up, down, left or right.

Basic Functions

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Lifting and Moving the TV

When moving or lifting the TV, read the following to 
prevent the TV from being scratched or damaged 
and for safe transportation regardless of its type 
and size.
