IRstallation area

® Set on flat and firm floor.

Connecting the earth wire
o |nstall the earth wire to prevent short-circuit due to leaking current and electric shock.
® |tis attached at the back of the washer. Connect it to the metal water pipe.
If the water pipe is made of plastic, it does not have the earth effect.
® Do not connect the earth wire to the gas pipe, lightning arrester, telephone connecter, etc..
*Warning - the appliance with two pronged piug must be grounded.

Connecting the power plug

Insert the power plug into the outlet.

Before connecting the power plug, check if the voltage setting of the washer matches the outlet voltage.
