| Lifting and moving the TV

« When holding the TV, the screen should face away from you to avoid damage.

« Hold the top and bottom of the TV frame firmly. Make sure not to hold the transparent part,
speaker, or speaker grill area.

« When transporting a large TV, there should be at least 2 people. lﬂl

« When transporting the TV by hand, hold the TV as shown in the following illustration.

« When transporting the TV, do not expose the TV to jolts or excessive vibration.

« When transporting the TV, keep the TV upright, never turn the TV on its side o tilt towards the left or right.
« Do not apply excessive pressure to cause flexing / bending of frame chassis as it may damage screen.

« When handling the TV, be careful not to damage the protruding buttons.

« Avoid touching the screen at all times, as this may result in damage to the screen.

« When attaching the stand to the TV set, place the screen facing down on a cushioned table or flat surface to protect the screen from
scratches.



| Mounting on the Table

1 Liftand tilt the TV into its upright position on a table.
« Leave a 10 cm (minimum) space from the wall for proper ventilation. |
2 Connect the power cord to a wall outlet.

| Mounting to the Wall
