Install the shutoff valve on the nearest
frequently used drinking water line.

CHOOSE THE VALVE LOCATION
Choose a location for
the valve that is easily
accessible. It is best to
connect into the side of a
vertical water pipe. When
it is necessary to connect -
into a horizontal water |
pipe, make the connection to the top or
side, rather than at the bottom, to avoid
drawing off any sediment from the water
pipe.

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Leveling and Door Alignment

Leveling

After installing, plug the refrigerator’'s power
cord into a 3-prong grounded outlet and push
the refrigerator into the final position.

The refrigerator has two front leveling legs—
one on the right and one on the left. Adjust the
legs to alter the tilt from front-to-back or side-
to-side. If the refrigerator seems unsteady, or
you want the doors to close more easily, adjust
the refrigerator’s tilt using the instructions
below:

1 Turn the leveling leg to the left to raise
that side of the refrigerator or to the right
to lower it. It may take several turns of the
leveling leg to adjust the tilt of the
refrigerator.

A flare nut wrench works best, but an
open-end wrench will suffice.
Do not over-tighten.

2 Open both doors again and check to make

sure that they close easily. If the doors do
not close easily, tilt the refrigerator slightly
more to the rear by turning both leveling
legs to the left. It may take several more
turns, and you should turn both leveling
legs the same amount.

Door Alignment

The left refrigerator door has an adjustable nut,
located on the bottom hinge, to raise and lower
the door for proper alignment.

If the space between the doors is uneven, follow
the instructions below to align the doors evenly:

Use the wrench (included with the owner's
manual) to turn the nut in the door hinge to adjust
the height. Turn to the right to raise or to the left
to lower the height.

The right refrigerator door does not have an
adjustable nut.

If the space between the doors is uneven, follow
the instructions below to align the right door:

1  With one hand, lift up both the inner and
outer door sections of the right door to raise
them at the middle hinge. (Opening the door
may make lifting it easier)

2 With the other hand, use pliers to insert the
snap ring on the middle hinge of the inner
door section as shown. Do not insert the ring
on the hinge of the outer door section.

3 Insert additional snap rings until the right door

is aligned. (Two snap rings are provided with
the unit.)

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Food Storage Tips

* The following tips may not be applicable
depending on the model.

Wrap or store food in the refrigerator in airtight
and moisture-proof material unless otherwise
noted. This prevents food odor and taste transfer
throughout the refrigerator. For dated products,
check date code to ensure freshness.

Fish Store fresh fish and shellfish
in the freezer section if they
are not being consumed the
same day of purchase. It is
recommended to consume
fresh fish and shellfish the
same day purchased.

plastic containers with tight lids.

Storing Frozen Food

(D NoTE

Check a freezer guide or a reliable cookbook
for further information about preparing food
for freezing or food storage times.

Freezing

Your freezer will not quick-freeze a large
guantity of food. Do not put more unfrozen
food into the freezer than will freeze within
24 hours (no more than 2 to 3 Ibs. of food per
cubic foot of freezer space). Leave enough
space in the freezer for air to circulate around
packages. Be careful to leave enough room at
the front so the door can close tightly.

Storage times will vary according to the quality
and type of food, the type of packaging or wrap
used (how airtight and moisture-proof) and

the storage temperature. Ice crystals inside a
sealed package are normal. This simply means
that moisture in the food and air inside the
package have condensed, creating ice crystals.

(D NoTE

Allow hot foods to cool at room temperature
for 30 minutes, then package and freeze.
Cooling hot foods before freezing saves
energy.

Packaging

Successful freezing depends on correct
packaging.

You may only opt out of the dispute resolution procedure in the manner described above (that is,

by e-mail or telephone); no other form of notice will be effective to opt out of this dispute resolution
procedure. Opting out of this dispute resolution procedure will not affect the coverage of the Limited
Warranty in any way, and you will continue to enjoy the full benefits of the Limited Warranty. If you keep
this product and do not opt out, then you accept all terms and conditions of the arbitration provision
described above.

Conflict of Terms. In the event of a conflict or inconsistency between the terms of this Limited
Warranty and the End User License Agreement (“EULA") in regards to dispute resolution, the terms
of this Limited Warranty shall control and govern the rights and obligations of the parties and shall take
precedence over the EULA.
