General Cleaning Tips

+ Performing manual defrosting, maintenance or
cleaning of the appliance while food is stored in
the freezer can raise the temperature of the food
and reduce its storage life.

*+ Regularly clean any surfaces that can come in
contact with food.

+ When cleaning the inside or outside of the
appliance, do not wipe it with a rough brush,
toothpaste, or flammable materials. Do not use
cleaning agents containing flammable
substances. This may cause discolouration or
damage to the appliance.

- Flammable substances: alcohol (ethanol,
methanol, isopropyl alcohol, isobutyl alcohol,
etc.), thinner, bleach, benzene, flammable
liquid, abrasive, etc.

Cleaning the Exterior

+ The outside air vents and rear lower cover
should be cleaned periodically to remove dust
build up. Failure to do so could cause the
appliance to lose its cooling ability and cause the
compressor to overheat and malfunction
resulting in food loss.

* When cleaning the side vents and rear lower
cover by vacuuming, then the power cord must
be unplugged from the outlet to avoid any static
discharge that can damage the electronics or
cause an electric shock.
