❐❐ About Interactivity (DTVi)
This TV has the interactivity feature of Digital TV (DTVi) that allows using 
applications, also known as Ginga®.

✎✎ By selecting a digital channel that has interactivity, it will be possible to 
visualize and interact with applications transmitted by broadcasters. The 
contents can vary and some examples are: weather forecast, real time 
news, traffic situation, soap operas and program descriptions, interactive 
games, access to bank accounts, government services, soccer information 
and other sports.
✎✎ If your TV has internet connection and the application allows sending 
information, it’ll be possible to interact with the applications* answering 
surveys, making purchases, casting votes, between others.

❐❐ To set Interactivity (DTVi)
SMART  ➾ Settings ➙ Option ➙ Interactivity (DTVi)
Users are able to control the ginga feature, by selecting Interactivity (DTVi) “On” 
or “Off” modes. By selecting “On” mode, Interactivity (DTVi) application is going 
to be shown automatically on the screen, whenever the broadcaster has an on-
air application.
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SMART  ➾ Settings ➙ PICTURE ➙ Aspect Ratio
Selects the screen aspect ratio.

16:9 Resizes the image ratio to fit a 16:9 screen.

Just Scan
Displays high-quality image without loss.

Dynamic Contrast Adjusts the contrast to the optimal level according to the 
brightness of the image.

Dynamic Color Adjusts colors for more natural-looking colors.
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Preferred Color

Skin Color : Skin color spectrum can be separately set to 
implement the skin color as defined by the user.
Grass Color : Natural color spectrum (meadows, hills, etc.)

Adjusts the overall tone of the screen as desired.

This is a function used by experts when they adjust colors 
using a test pattern of six colours (Red / Green / Blue / 
Cyan / Magenta / Yellow) without affecting other color 
areas.

To use the Magic Remote Control, register it with your TV first.
Register Magic Remote Control as follows:
1	 Turn on the TV and wait for about 10 seconds and then press Wheel(OK) 

button while pointing the remote control at the TV.
2	 The remote control is automatically registered and a registration completion 

message appears on the TV screen. 
✎✎ If you failed to register the Magic Remote Control, turn off the TV and try 
again.
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❐❐ To re-register the Magic Remote Control
1	 Press the SMART  and BACK buttons at the same time for about 5 

seconds. 
2	 Press the Wheel (OK) button towards the TV to re-register the Magic Remote 

Control.

✎✎ Press the SMART  button and BACK button at the same time, for five 
seconds, to reset the Magic Remote Control.

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❐❐ What is TimeShift (real-time playback)?
Timeshift will temporarily save the the program you are watching to a USB 
device. This allows you to rewind the program. Or you can pause the video and 
and it will record ahead.

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❐❐ What is Motion Recognition?
You can control the TV simply by gesturing for the camera.

•	 If Motion Recognition is set to Off in SMART  ➾ Settings ➙ OPTION,

	 : Set it to On.
•	 If any other menu than the motion recognition controller is displayed on 

the TV screen, 
	 : Make it disappear.

•	 (For built-in camera) If the camera is not lifted up, 
	 : Make sure to lift-up the camera.

✎✎ Devices connected through a USB port or a wireless connection cannot be 
switched via Motion Recognition.
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✎✎ If multiple people attempt to perform motion recognition at the same time, 
only the first gesture is recognized. To switch hands when operating the 
controller, lower your first hand down to clear the controller from the screen 
and then raise your second hand up for motion recognition.

✎✎ Be careful not to move your hand too fast or make too big motion. Move your 
hand slowly near your face.

✎✎ If Motion Recognition does not work properly, lower your hand and then lift it 
up again.

If you do, 
this may cause them to become distorted. Do not use distorted glasses.
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✎✎ Do not drop Dual Play glasses or allow them to come into contact with other 
objects. This can result in damage to the product.

✎✎ The lenses of Dual Play glasses (polarizing film) are easily scratched. Use 
a soft clean cloth when cleaning them. Foreign particles on the cloth may 
cause scratches.

✎✎ Do not scratch the surface of the Dual Play glasses lenses with sharp objects 
or wipe them with chemicals. If the lenses get scratched, images may not 
look normal when viewing Dual Play.
