Connecting the earth wire
o Install the earth wire to prevent short-circuit due to leaking current and electric shock.
® |tis attached at the back of the washer. Connect it to the metal water pipe.
If the water pipe is made of plastic, it does not have the earth effect.
® Do not connect the earth wire to the gas pipe, lightning arrester, telephone connecter, etc..
*Warning - the appliance with two pronged plug must be grounded.

INSTALLATION & HOW TO WASH

Before washing

1.Look for a care label on your clothes. This will tell you about the fabric content of your garment

and how it should be washed.

2.Check all pockets to make sure that they are empty. Objects left in the pockets can damage both
your washer and your clothes. (could be cause the drain hose to clogg).

3.Sort clothes into loads that can be washed with the same wash cycle.

4.For you convenience hang up the wash cover on the right or left side of the washing machine tub

CARE & MAINTENANCE
Overflow filter & Rotation filter-C

1. Lift up the area @ of the over flow filter and take out the rotation filter-C by pulling
in direction as shown.

2. Pull the overflow filter forward from the wash tub in the direction of the arrow.

3. Turn the net over and rinse in water.

4. Use a brush or hand to remove all of the lint which has adhered to the overflow filter.

5. Insert the overflow filter back into the wash tub.

6. Insert the rotation filter-C back into the overflow filter.
