Setting the Sleep Timer

Stops the operation automatically after the
operation for the set time.

Press the Sleep Timer button during operation.

+ Each time you press the button, the setting
changes in the following order: After 2 hours —
After 4 hours — After 8 hours — After 12
hours — Cancel.

* When the sleep timer is activated, only the sleep
timer icon is displayed on the status panel.

+ Differences in PM concentration values may be the result of different methods of measuring or
differences in the actual PM concentration levels.

- Ifthe PM concentration is high, there may be a larger difference between the displayed concentration
and the actual concentration.
