Then

press [Menu] to enter the main menu; on the contrary, press

[Back] to get out of the menus.

2. If you want to enter the submenu, find the one you want by pressing
or . And press [OK] to enter the submenu, press [Back] to

exit the submenu.

When you know the menu numbers, you can use them to get into a menu

quickly. In this book, the menu numbers are shown like this.

1. Press [Menu].

2. Key in quickly the index number of the menu function you want to

access.

Accessing the Menu
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Messages [Menu 1] Accessing the Menu

This menu in your phone includes functions related to text message, voice

message, cell broadcast message, as well as setting for message.

Write Message [Menu 1-1]
With the Write Message menu, you can write and edit text message up to

160 characters. When you have finished writing your message, press

[Opt]. Then following menu will be displayed.

Send : Sends the edited message.

1. Once you enter this menu, your phone asks you to enter the number

that you want to send it to.

2. After sending it, your phone asks whether you will store the edited

message.

3. Press [OK] if you want to store it in Outbox and press [Back]
if you don't want to.

Store : Stores the message in Outbox.

1. Your phone asks whether you will store the edited message or not.

2. Press [OK] if you want to store it in Outbox and press [Back]
if you don't want to.

Edit eZi Mode : If you select this, you can write a message by eZi

text input method.

Edit LTR Mode : If you select this, you can write a message in letter

mode.

Edit Num Mode : If you select this, you can write a message in

numeric mode.

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Dictionary : In this option, you can add or delete a word to user's

dictionary.

This word will be

searched by the eZi when you edit in eZi mode.

Outbox [Menu 1-2]
When you enter this menu, you can see the stored messages. Scroll to the

desired message by using ,
and you can see upper or lower page

using ,
. And if you want to exit Outbox menu, press [Back].

If you want to edit the message, press [Edit] and you can edit the

message selected. When you have finished editing the message and press

the [Opt], you can show the next menu: Send, Save, Delete, Delete all.

Send:

You can send the selected message. The sequence is identical with

Send option in Write message.

Save:

You can save the selected message. The sequence is identical with

Save option in Write message.
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Delete:

The message is deleted.

Delete all:

All messages in Outbox will be deleted. In this menu, your phone will

ask you if you really want to delete all messages for safety. Then press

[OK] to remove all messages, and press [Back] if you don't

want to.

Inbox [Menu 1-3]
When a text message is received, your phone shows and stores it in

the incoming message list. It shows the symbol until you read the message.

Once you enter this menu, you can see the last received message. Scroll

to the desired message by using ,
and see upper or lower page by

using ,
. If you want to exit Inbox menu, press [Back]. While

reading message, press [Opt] to access the available options.

Delete:

The message is deleted.

Reply:

You can reply to the sender by message. Once you enter in this menu,

you can edit the message you want to send and press [OK] to send

it or press [Back] to cancel it.

Forward:

You can forward the selected message to another phone number. In

this menu, your phone asks you to enter the number and then sends it.

Return Call:

You can call back to the sender who sent the message. If you select this

item, your phone will dial automatically.

Accessing the Menu



Extract Number:

If the selected message has a phone number within
"

", you can not

only extract it but also store it in a phone book.

Delete all:

All messages in Inbox will be deleted. Your phone asks you if you really
want to delete all messages for safety. Then press [OK] to remove

them, and press [Back] if you don't want to.

Status Report [Menu 1-4]
You can receive a status report for sending message by setting it. When

you receive a text message of status report, your phone stores it in the

status report message lists.

If the memory for status report is full, the phone will delete the oldest status

report automatically and store the latest status report.

Once you enter this menu, you can see the previous stored status report.
Scroll to the desired message by using ,

and see upper or lower

page by using ,
. And if you want to exit Status Report menu, press

[Back]. While reading message, press [Opt] to access the

available options.

Delete

The selected status report message is deleted.

Delete All

All messages in Status Report will be deleted. Your phone asks you if

you really want to delete all messages for safety. Then press [OK]
to remove all messages, and press [Back] if you don't want to.

Call Voicemail [Menu 1-5]
In this menu, you can listen to your voice messages. If your phone stores

voice message centre address, it will call automatically, otherwise, it will

ask to enter address.

Accessing the Menu
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Cell Broadcast [Menu 1-6]
Cell broadcast messages are text messages broadcasted by the network to

groups of GSM phone users. They provide general information such as

weather reports, traffic news, and stock market prices. Each type of

information has an associated information type number. When you receive

broadcast message, you can read it following sequence :

1. When you receive broadcast message, it is automatically displayed on

the window. If the message is so long that cannot be displayed all in a

window, you can read it by scrolling and .

2. After reading the message, press [OK] to return to the Idle mode.

3. Your phone will store it until a new message of the channel is reached.

4. If you want to read it again, see the [Menu 1-6-2](Read).

CB Option [Menu 1-6-1]

? On [1-6-1-1] : If you select this menu, your phone will receive Cell

Broadcast messages.

? Off [1-6-1-2] : If you select this menu, your phone will not receive

the Cell Broadcast messages anymore.

Read (Dependent on network and subscription) [Menu 1-6-2]

You can read the stored broadcast messages in this menu. In addition,

your phone stores only the last message of each channel.

1. If you select this menu, your phone will display the message.

2. You can read it. If it is so long that cannot be displayed in a screen,

scroll by pressing and .

3. After reading, press key to read next message, and press

[Exit] to exit this menu.

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Topics (Dependent to network and subscription) [Menu 1-6-3]

SIM

If you select this menu, you can add or delete the CB message category
in SIM memory. If you select the Add menu, you can enter the only

category numbers which consists in a pair of number.

If you select Delete menu, you can see the list of CB message category
and delete it by using [Delete].

Phone

If you select this menu, you will add, select and delete the CB message

category in Phone memory. If you select the Add menu, you will add the

CB message category numbers with its nickname. If you select Select

menu, you can see the list of CB message category numbers with its

nickname and select them by using [OK] to activate or deactivate

them. If you select the Delete menu, you can see the list of CB

message category numbers with its nickname and an delete them by

using [Delete].

Languages [Menu 1-6-4]

You can select languages in this menu. Then your phone will receive

the cell broadcast messages written in the selected language.

1. In this menu, you can see several languages. (e.g.- English,
French, ...)

2. Scroll to highlight the language you want, select on/off.

3. You can select more than one item through the procedure of 1~2.

Memory Status [Menu 1-7]
If the user selects this menu, the phone shows an used memory and total

amount of memory. The total memory is sum of SIM and Phone memory.

Status Report [Menu 1-8-1]

In this menu, you can set the message service to receive messages

which will be sent. This report is represented whether the message is

sent to destination successfully or not.

? On : If you select this menu, you will receive the status report of

message.

Message Type [Menu 1-8-2]

:Text, Voice, Fax, X.400, E-mail, ERMES

Usually, this menu choice should be set to "Text". Your message

service may, however, offer you the facility of converting your text

message into alternative formats which are suitable for the equipment
that will be received messages. Contact your service provider for the

availability of this function.

Expiry Period [Menu 1-8-3]

This network service allows you to set how long your text messages will

be stored at the message centre while attempts are made to deliver

them to you: 1 hour, 6 hours, 12 hours, 1 day, 2 days, 1 Week, Max.

SMS Centre [Menu 1-8-4]

In this menu, your phone asks for the address of your SMS centre. This

is needed for sending text messages.

Voice Centre [Menu 1-8-5]

In this menu, your phone asks to enter the number for your voice

message. This is needed for listening to your voice messages.

Alert [Menu 1-8-6]

The user can set how many times and how often the phone alerts the

user to incoming messages.

Accessing the Menu
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Call Option [Menu 2]

Use the "Call Option" menu to access supplementary services provided by
the GSM network.

Call Divert [Menu 2-1]

(network and subscription dependent)

The Call Divert service diverts incoming voice calls, fax calls, and/or data

calls to another number.

1. Press [Menu] in a standby mode.

2. Press for direct access or use and to enter Call Option.

3. Select Call Divert menu and press [OK] to enter.

4. Select Voice Calls.

Voice Calls [Menu 2-1-1]

? Divert All Voice Calls : Divert calls unconditionally.

? Divert if not Reachable : Divert calls when the network cannot reach you.

? Divert if Busy : Divert calls when the phone is busy.

? Divert if No Reply : Divert calls which you do not answer.

? Cancel All : Only cancel voice call divert.

Note

? The Call Divert, Call Barring, and Call Waiting menus each contains

an option for displaying the current status of the service. This

function makes a call to the network. This call may be charged to

you. Check with your service provider.

All Fax Call [Menu 2-1-3] : Divert all fax calls unconditionally.

Cancel All [Menu 2-1-4] : Cancel all voice, data and fax call divert.

4. Select Cancel All.

Call Barring [Menu 2-2]

(network and subscription dependent)

The Call barring service prevents your phone from making and/or receiving
certain categories of calls. This function requires the call barring password
obtained from your service provider.

? All Outgoing Calls : The barring service of all outgoing calls.

? AII Incoming Calls : The barring service of all incoming calls.

? Incoming Calls When : The barring service of all incoming calls

Roaming when roaming.

? Cancel All : Only cancels the barring service of

voice call.

? Password Change : Changes Call Barring password.

Call Waiting [Menu 2-3]

(network and subscription dependent)

Activate or deactivate the Call Waiting service. If this service is activated,
the user can accept a waiting(incoming) call. If this service is deactivated,
the user cannot accept a waiting(incoming) call and cannot recognize it.

1. Press [Menu] in a standby mode.

2. Press for direct access or use and to enter Call Option.

3. Scroll to highlight Call Waiting menu and press [OK] to enter.

Accessing the Menu
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Sending Number [Menu 2-4]

(network and subscription dependent)

This menu is valid only when the user subscribes temporary mode.

If you Select On, you allow your phone number to be displayed to the other

party. Also, you can change this mode On/Off you want.

1. Press [Menu] in a standby mode.

2. Press for direct access or use and to enter Call Option.

3. Scroll to highlight Sending Number and press [OK] to enter.

Closed User Group [Menu 2-5]

(network dependent)

Use this function to restrict usage of the phone to calls with numbers that

belong to certain user groups. When this function is used, every outgoing
call is associated with a group index. If a group index is specified, it is used

for all outgoing calls. If no group index is specified, the network will use the

preferential index (a specific index that is stored in the network).

1. Press [Menu] in a standby mode.

2. Press for direct access or use and to enter Call Option.

3. Scroll to highlight CUG and press [OK] to enter.

Accessing the Menu
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Call Charge [Menu 3] - (SIM dependent)

Call Duration [Menu 3-1]
This function allows you to view the duration of your Last Call, All Calls,

Incoming Call and Outgoing Call in hours, minutes and seconds. You can

also clear the call timers.

2. Press for direct access or use and to enter Call Charge.

4. This menu has 5 submenus. You can choose the item that you want to

Call Costs [Menu 3-2]

The Costs are shown for each SIM card independently in terms of the unit

set within [Menu 3-3-2].

3. Scroll to highlight Call Costs and press [OK] to enter.

4. This menu has 3 Submenus. Select the item that you want to.

depending upon network features, rounding-off for billing, taxes, etc.

Alert [Menu 5-2-1]

This setting defines how the phone will notify you about an incoming
voice call: Ring, Vibrate, Vibrate & Ring, Ring After Vibrate, and

Silent. Once you select this menu, the following is possible.

Welcome Display [Menu 5-2-8]
This menu allows you to set the text or animation which is shown briefly
when the phone is switched on.

1. Scroll to highlight Welcome Display.

2. Then following menu will be displayed.
? Text : Your own text can be displayed. If you select this

item, your phone asks you to edit the message.

? Animation : Animation will be displayed.

Accessing the Menu
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Standby Display [Menu 5-2-9]

This menu allows you to select the standby window display. You can

select one out of Zodiac (User Own, Monthly), Digital Clock, Analog
Clock, Normal, and Text. In text mode, you can edit the text.

Call Setting [Menu 5-3]

Any Key Answer [Menu 5-3-1]

?On : If you select this, you can answer the phone either by

opening the folder or pressing any keys except
END/PWR key while folder is opened.

? Off : If you select this, you can answer the phone only by

pressing .

Auto Redial [Menu 5-3-2]

?On : When this function is set on, your phone will make up to

10 attempts to connect the call after an unsuccessful

call attempt.

? Off : When this function is set on, your phone will not make

any attempts to connect the call after an unsuccessful

call attempt.

Accessing the Menu
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Call Mode [Menu 5-3-3]

In this menu, you can use the phone and a connected PC to send and

receive faxes, data, and voice. Once you enter this menu, the following

options are displayed.

? Single Mode :

To use a data or a fax service, make sure that call mode is Single
mode. In this mode, you can communicate voice, data or fax.

? Voice and Fax :

In this mode, you can transmit voice and also fax.

? (SINGLE NUMBER) RX VOICE AND FAX

? (SINGLE NUMBER) RX FAX

? (SINGLE NUMBER) RX DATA

In case of single numbering service, you can use these modes. If you

select mode, you can receive data, fax or fax with voice each mode.

Notice

? Single numbering service means that the number of fax or data

service is identical with the number of voice service. And, these

modes depend on network feature.



Auto Answer [Menu 5-3-4]

This function will be activated only when your phone is attached to the

Handsfree kit or Portable Handsfree.

? Off : When the phone rings, you must actively answer it.

? 5 Seconds : After 5 seconds, your phone will answer

automatically.

? 10 Seconds : After 10 seconds, your phone will answer

automatically.

Time Setting [Menu 5-4]

Clock [Menu 5-4-1]

The phone has its own clock. In this menu you can set the time and

select between the 12-hour or 24-hour time formats.

? Set Time : You can set time of your phone in this menu.

After setting the time, press [OK] to store it.

? Set Time Format : You can select time format between 12-hours or

24-hours.

Date [Menu 5-4-2]

? Set Date : You can set the date on your phone.(year,
month, day) The way to edit the date is identical

to "Clock"

? Set Date Format : You can set the date format in this menu:

yyyy/mm/dd or dd/mm/yyyy or mm/dd/yyyy.
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Alarm [Menu 5-4-3]

Your phone can be used as an alarm. The setting is made by the same

method as used in time setting.

? Set Alarm : You can set alarm which your phone will raise

according to Hour and Minute.

1. Select Alarm.

2. Set the time your phone will raise the alarm. The way to edit time

is identical to "Clock".

3. Then your phone raises alarm every day until you will cancel in

following "Cancel Alarm".

? Cancel Alarm : You can cancel the alarm which was set.

1. In this menu, you may select the alarm which you will cancel.

2. Then your phone cancels alarm.
