Air Filters

The air filters behind the front grille should be
checked and cleaned once every 2 weeks or more
often if neccessary.

The room has a peculiar odor.

+ Check that this is not a damp smell exuded by
the walls, carpet, furniture, or cloth items in the
room.

It seems that condensation is
leaking from the air
conditioner.

+ Condensation occurs when the airflow from the
air conditioner cools the warm room air.

Air conditioner does not
operate for about 3 minutes
when restarted.

+ This is the protector of the mechanism.

+ Wait about three minutes and operation will
begin.

+ Is the air filter dirty? See air filter cleaning
instructions.

+ The room may have been very hot when the
room air conditioner was first turned on.
