2. Turn off the circuit breaker, and disconnect the plug.

3. Remove the batteries from the remote control.

When the air conditioner is to be used again.

1. Clean the air filter and install it in the indoor unit.(Refer to page 20 for cleaning filters.)

2. Check that the air inlet and outlet of the indoor/outdoor unit are not blocked.

Do not overcool the room.

Keep blinds or curtains

closed.

Do not let direct sunshine enter

the room when the air

conditioner is in operation.
