Ghosts are caused when the TV signal splits and follows two paths. One is the direct path and

other is reflected off tall buildings, hills or other objects. Changing the direction or position of

antenna may improve reception.

? SNOW:

If your receiver is located at the weak, fringe area of a TV signal, your picture may be marred

small dots.
