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Precautions

When shipping the DVD player, always use the original shipping carton
and packing materials.

For maximum protection, repack the unit as it was originally packed at
the factory.

Do not use volatile liquids, such as insect spray, near the DVD player. Donot leave rubber or plastic products in contact with the DVD player for along time. They will leave marks on the finish.The top and rear panels of the DVD player may become warm after along period of use. This is normal and not a malfunction.When the DVD player is not in use, be sure to remove the disc and turn
off the power.

If you do not use the DVD player for a long period, the unit may notfunction properly in the future. Turn on and use the DVD player occasion-
ally.

When you place this DVD player near a TV, Radio, or VCR, the playback pic-ture may become poor and the sound may be distorted. In this case, move theDVD player away from the TV, Radio, or VCR.

Use a soft, dry cloth for cleaning.
For stubborn dirt, soak the cloth in a weak detergent solution, wring welland wipe. Use a dry cloth to wipe it dry. Do not use any type of solvent,such as thinner and benzine, as they may damage the surface of the DVD

Moisture condensation damages the DVD player. Please read the fol-
lowing carefully.

Moisture condensation occurs, for example, when you pour a cold drinkinto a glass on a warm day. Drops of water form on the outside of theglass. In the same way, moisture may condense on the optical pick-up lensinside this unit, one of the most crucial internal parts of the DVD player.Moisture condensation occurs during the following cases.When you bring the DVD player directly from a cold place to a warm
place.

When you use the DVD player in a room where you just turned on theheater, or a place where the cold wind from the air conditioner directly
hits the unit.

In summer, when you use the DVD player in a hot and humid placejust after you move the unit from an air conditioned room.When you use the DVD player in a humid place.

Do not use the DVD player when moisture condensation may occur.If you use the DVD player in such a situation, it may damage discs andinternal parts. Remove the disc, connect the power cord of the DVDplayer to the wall outlet, turn on the DVD player and leave it "ON" fortwo or three hours. After two or three hours, the DVD player will havewarmed up and evaporated any moisture. Keep the DVD player con-nected to the wall outlet and moisture condensation will seldom occur.

On Storing Discs

Do not store discs in a place subject to direct sunlight or
near heat sources.

Do not store discs in places subject to moisture and dustsuch as a bathroom or near a humidifier.Store discs vertically in a case. Stacking or placingobjects on discs outside of their case may cause warping.

On Cleaning Discs

Fingerprints and dust on the disc cause picture and sounddeterioration. Wipe the disc from the center outward with asoft cloth. Always keep the disc clean.If you cannot wipe off the dust with a soft cloth, wipe thedisc lightly with a slightly moistened soft cloth and finish
with a dry cloth.

Do not use any type of solvents such as thinner, benzine,commercially available cleaners or anti-static spray forvinyl LPs. They may damage the disc.

Using a Title Menu

Some movie discs may contain two or more titles. If thedisc has a title menu recorded on it, the TITLE button canbe used to select the movie title. (The details of operationdiffer depending on the disc used.)? Selecting a title may not be possible oncertain DVD discs.1. Press TITLE.

A list of the titles on the disc is displayed.Press TITLE again to resume play from the scene when
TITLE was first pressed.? Resume play may not be possible on certain discs.2. Press DEF G and press ENTER or PLAY, or pressthe numeric button(s), to select desired title.The selected title now starts playing.

Using a DVD Menu

Some DVDs have unique menu structures called DVDmenus. For example, DVDs programmed with complexcontents provide guide menus, and those recorded withvarious languages provide menus for audio and subtitlelanguage. Although the DVD menu's contents and opera-tion differ from disc to disc, the following explains thebasic operation when this feature is used.1.
