DVD±R/DVD±RW

DVD -R and DVD +R are two different standards for

recordable DVD drives and discs. This format allows

information to be recorded onto the DVD disc only
once.

VCD (Video CD)

Screen Saver

The screen saver appears when you leave the DVD

System Select

You must select the appropriate system mode for your

TV system. If NO DISC appears in the display
window, press and hold PAUSE/STEP for more than 5

Video Mode Setting

flickering or Dot Crawl is shown on straight lines.
