This guide contains many important safety messages. Always read and obey all safety messages.

This Is the safety alert symbol. It alerts you to safety messages that inform you of hazards
that can kill or hurt you or others, or cause damage to the product.

All safety messages will be preceded by the safety alert symbol and the hazard signal word

You will be killed or seriously injured if you don’t follow instructions.

You can be killed or seriously injured If you don'’t follow instructions.

Indicates an imminently hazardous situation which, if not avoided,
may result in minor or moderate Injury, or product damage only.

All safety messages will identify the hazard, tell you how to reduce the chance of injury and tell you

what can happen If the instructions are not followed.

A WARNING

To reduce the risk of fire, electric shock, or
injury to persons when using your product,
basic safety precautions should be followed,
including the following:

Read all instructions before using this appliance.

* NEVER unplug your refrigerator by pulling on the

power cord. Always grip the plug firmly and pull it
straight out from the outlet.

* Repair or replace immediately all electric service
cords that have become frayed or otherwise
damaged. Do not use a cord that shows cracks or
abrasion damage along its length or at either the
plug or connector end.

* When moving your refrigerator away from the wall,
be careful not to roll over or damage the power cord.

* DO NOT store or use gasoline or other flammable
vapors and liquids in the vicinity of this or any
other appliance.

DO NOT allow children to climb, stand or hang on
the retfrigerator doors or shelves in the refrigerator.
They could damage the retfrigerator and seriously
Injure themselves.

» Keep fingers out of pinch point areas; clearances
between the doors and cabinet are necessarily small.
Be caretul closing doors when children are in the area.

* Unplug your retrigerator before cleaning or making
any repairs.

NOTE: We strongly recommend that any servicing
be performed by a qualified individual.

* Before replacing a burned-out light bulb, unplug
the retrigerator or turn off power at the circuit
breaker or fuse box in order to avoid contact with a
live wire filament. (A burned-out light bulb may
break when being replaced.)

NOTE: Setting either or both controls to the OFF
position does not remove power to the light circuit.

* This refrigerator must be properly installed in
accordance with the Attention Installer
Instructions that were taped to the front of the
retrigerator.

* After your refrigerator Is in operation, do not touch
the cold surtaces in the freezer compartment when
hands are damp or wet. Skin may adhere to the
extremely cold surfaces.

* |n refrigerators with automatic icemakers, avoid
contact with the moving pars of the gjector
mechanism, or with the heating element that
releases the cubes. DO NOT place fingers or
hands on the automatic icemaking mechanism
while the refrigerator 1s plugged In.

* DO NOT refreeze frozen foods which have thawed
completely. The United States Department of
Agriculture in Home and Garden Bulletin No. 69
says.

...You may safely refreeze frozen foods that have
thawed if they still contain ice crystals or if they
are still cold—below 4°C.

... hawed ground meats, poultry or fish that have
any off-odor or otf-color should not be refrozen
and should not be eaten. Thawed ice cream
should be discarded. If the odor or color of any
food I1s poor or questionable, get nid of it. The tood
may be dangerous to eat.

Even partial thawing and retreezing reduces the
eating quality of foods, particularly fruits,
vegetables and prepared foods. The eating quality
of red meats Is affected less than that of many
other foods. Use refrozen foods as soon as
possible to save as much of their quality as you
can.

SAVE THESE INSTRUCTIONS
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A DANGER: RisK OF CHILD ENTRAPMENT

Child entrapment and suffocation are not
problems of the past. Junked or abandoned
refrigerators are still dangerous...even if they will
sit for just a few days. If you are getting rid of
your old refrigerator, please follow the
Instructions at right to help prevent accidents.

BEFORE YOU THROW AWAY
YOUR OLD REFRIGERATOR
OR FREEZER

* Take off the doors.

*  eave the shelves in place so
that children may not easily
climb inside.

CFC DISPOSAL

Your old refrigerator may have a cooling system
that used CFCs (chlorofluorocarbons). CFCs are

believed to harm stratospheric ozone.

If you are throwing away your old refrigerator,
make sure the CFC refrigerant is removed for
proper disposal by a qualified servicer. If you
intentionally release this CFC refrigerant, you can
be subject to fines and imprisonment under
provisions of environmental legislation.

IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

Don’t use an extension cord

If possible, connect the refrigerator to its own
individual electrical outlet to prevent it and other
appliances or household lights from causing an
overload that could cause a power outage.

Accessibility of Supply Plug

The refrigerator-freezer should be so positioned
that the supply plug is accessible for quick
disconnection when accident happens.

Supply Cord Replacement

If the supply cord is damaged, 1t must be
replaced by the manufacturer or its service agent
or a similarly qualified person in order to avoid a

hazard.

FEED WATER PIPE INSTALLATION

Before installation

* Automatic ice maker can be installed only by
manufacturer.

* Automatic ice maker operation needs water
pressure of 147~834 kPa (1.5~8.5 kgf/cm?2)
(That is, an instant paper cup (180 cc) will be
fully filled within 3 sec.).
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* |f water pressure does not reach the rating
147 kPa (1.5 kgf/cmz?) or below, 1t Is necessary
to purchase a separate pressure pump for
normal automatic icing and cool water feed.

» Keep the total length of the feed water pipe tube
within 8 m and be careful for the tube not be
bent. If the tube i1s 8 m or longer it may cause
trouble In water feed owing to the drain water
pressure.

* |[nstall the feed water pipe tube at a place free
from heat.

* Connect to potable water supply only.

e Refer to instructions with water filter kit for
Installation.

A WARNING

* The refrigerant and insulation blowing gas used
In the appliance require special disposal
procedures. When disposal, please consult with
service agent or a similarly qualified person.






REFRIGERATOR INSTALLATION

A WARNING

Excessive Weight Hazard

Use two or more people to move and install
refrigerator.

Failure to do so can result in back or other injury.

UNPACKING YOUR REFRIGERATOR

Remove tape and any temporary labels from your
refrigerator before using. Do not remove any
warning-type labels, the model and senal number
label, or the TechSheet that is attached to back
wall of the refrigerator.

To remove any remaining tape or glue, rub the
area briskly with your thumb. Tape or glue residue
can also be easily removed by rubbing a small
amount of liquid dish soap over the adhesive with
your fingers. Wipe with warm water and dry.

Do not use sharp instruments, rubbing alcohol,
flammable fluids or abrasive cleaners to remove
tape or glue. These products can damage the
surface of your refrigerator. For more information,
see the Important Safety Instructions section.

Refrigerator shelves are installed in the shipping
position.

Please reinstall shelves according to your
individual storage needs.

A WARNING

When Moving Your Refrigerator:

Your refrigerator is heavy. When moving the
refrigerator for cleaning or service, be sure to
protect the floor. Always pull the refrigerator
straight out when moving it. Do not wiggle or
walk the refrigerator when trying to move i, as
floor damage could occur.,

A WARNING

Explosion Hazard

Keep flammable matenals and vapors, such as
gasoline, away from refrigerator.

Failure to do so can result in death, explosion
or fire.

INSTALLATION

1. To avoid vibration, the unit must be level. If
required, adjust the leveling screws to
compensate for unevenness of the floor. The
front should be slightly higher than the rear to
ald In door closing. Leveling screws can be
turned easily by tipping the cabinet slightly. Turn
the leveling screws clockwise (wlay) to raise the
unit, counterclockwise ( ¢allm) to lower It.

2. Install this appliance in an area where the
temperature is between 13°C and 43°C. If the
temperature around the appliance is too low or
high, cooling ability may be adversely affected.

3. Allow the clearance of at least 2 inch from the
celling and 1 inch from the side walls for better
cooling efficiency, ease of installation, proper
air circulation and electrical connections.

A CAUTION: Avoid placing the unit near heat
sources, direct sunlight or moisture.

NEXT

1. Clean your refrigerator thoroughly and wipe oft
all dust accumulated during shipping.

2. Install accessories such as ice cube bin,
drawers, shelves, etc., in their proper places.
They are packed together to prevent possible
damage during shipment.

3. Let your refrigerator run for at least 2 or 3 hours
before putting food in it. Check the flow of cold
air in the freezer compartment to ensure proper
cooling. Your refrigerator 1s now ready for use.

* Be careful when you work with hinge, base
grille, stopper etc. You may be injured.

* Do not put hands or foot or metal sticks into air
vents, base grille or bottom of refrigerator. You
may be Injured or recelve an electrical shock.

BASE COVER

To remove the base cover

1. Open the Freezer Drawer. (Drawer not shown
for clarity.)

2. Once drawer I1s open there Is sufficient
clearance to remove screws on top of cover.

To replace base cover:

CARE AND CLEANING

A WARNING

Explosion Hazard

Use non-flammable cleaner.

Failure to do so can result in death, explosion,
or fire.

Both the refrigerator and freezer sections defrost
automatically. However, clean both sections
about once a month to prevent odors. Wipe up
spills iImmediately.

GENERAL CLEANING TIPS

* Unplug refrigerator or disconnect power.

* Remove all removable pars, such as shelves,
crispers, etc. Refer to sections in Using Your
Refrigerator for removal instructions.

Use a clean sponge or soft cloth and a mild
detergent in warm water. Do not use abrasive or
harsh cleaners.

* Hand wash, rinse and dry all surfaces
thoroughly.

* Plug In refrigerator or reconnect power.

OUTSIDE

Waxing external painted metal surfaces helps
provide rust protection. Do not wax plastic parts.
Wax painted metal surfaces at least twice a year
using appliance wax (or auto paste wax). Apply
wax with a clean, soft cloth.

For products with a stainless steel exterior, use a
clean sponge or soft cloth and a mild detergent in
warm water. Do not use abrasive or harsh
cleaners. Dry thoroughly with a soft cloth.

INSIDE WALLS (allow freezer to
warm up so cloth won’t stick)

To help remove odors, you can wash the inside
of the refrigerator with a mixture of baking soda
and warm water. Mix 2 tablespoons baking soda
to 1 quart of water (26 g soda to 1 liter water.) Be
sure the baking soda i1s completely dissolved so
does It not scratch the surfaces of the
refrigerator.

A CAUTION: While cleaning the inside, do not
spray water.
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DOOR LINERS AND GASKETS

Do not use cleaning waxes, concentrated
detergents, bleaches, or cleaners containing
petroleum on plastic refrigerator parts.

PLASTIC PARTS (covers and panels)

Do not use window sprays, abrasive cleansers, or
flammable fluids. These can scratch or damage
the material.

CONDENSER COILS

Remove base cover. (See the base cover section
on page 40.)

Use a vacuum cleaner with an extended
attachment to clean condenser coills.

Vacuum colils when dusty or dirty. Coils may
need to be cleaned as often as every other
month.

Replace grille base.

LIGHT BULB REPLACEMENT

A WARNING

Electrical Shock Hazard

Before replacing a burned-out light bulb, either

unplug the refrigerator or turn off power at the
circuit breaker or fuse box.

NOTE: Moving the control to the OFF position
does not remove power to the light circult.

NOTE: Not all appliance bulbs will fit your
refrigerator. Be sure to replace the bulb with one
of the same size, shape and wattage.

To change the refrigerator light:
1. Unplug the power cord from the outlet.
2. Remove refrigerator shelves.

3. Pull the shield down with pushing it backward
to remove It.

4. Turn the bulb counterclockwise.
5. Assembly Is the reverse order of disassembly.

CARE AND CLEANING

To change the freezer light:

1. Unplug refrigerator or disconnect power,

2. Reach behind light shield to remove bulb.
3. Replace bulb with a 40-watt appliance bulb.
4. Plug in refrigerator or reconnect power.

A CAUTION: DO NOT place fingers inside of
cover. Lamp may be hot.

POWER INTERRUPTIONS

If the electricity goes off, call the power company
and ask how long it will be off.

1. If the power will be out for 24 hours or less,
keep both refrigerator doors closed to help

foods stay cold and frozen.
2. |If the power will be out for more than 24 hours:

a) Remove all frozen food and store it in a
frozen food locker.

OR

b) Place 2 Ibs of dry ice In the freezer for every
cubic foot of freezer space. This will keep
the food frozen for two to four days. While
handling dry ice, wear gloves to protect your
hands from frostbite.

OR

c) If neither a food locker nor dry ice Is
available, consume or can perishable food at
once.

WHEN YOU GO ON VACATION

If you choose to leave the refrigerator on
while you are away, follow these steps to
prepare your refrigerator before you leave.

1. Use up any perishables and freeze other
items.

2. Empty the ice bin.

If you choose to turn the refrigerator off
before you leave, follow these steps.

1. Remove all food from the refrigerator.

2. Depending on your model, set the thermostat
control (refrigerator control) to OFF. See the
Setting the Controls section.

3. Clean refrigerator, wipe it and dry well.

4. Tape rubber or wood blocks to the tops of both
doors to prop them open far enough for air to
get in. This stops odor and mold from building

up.
WHEN YOU MOVE

When you are moving your refrigerator to a new
home, follow these steps to prepare it for the
move.

1. Remove all food from the refrigerator and pack
all frozen food in dry ice.

2. Depending on your model, turn the thermostat
control (refrigerator control) to OFF. See the
Setting the Controls section.

3. Unplug the refrigerator.
4. Clean, wipe and dry thoroughly.

5. Take out all removable pars, wrap them well
and tape them together so they don't shift and
rattle during the move. Refer to sections In
Using your Refrigerator for removable
iInstructions.

6. Depending on the model, raise the front of the
refrigerator so it rolls more easily OR screw In
the leveling legs all the way so they don't
scrape the floor. See the Door Closing
section.

/. Tape the doors shut and tape the power cord
to the refrigerator cabinet.

When you get to your new home, put everything
back and refer to the Installing Your
Refrigerator section for preparation instructions.

The doors are not closed completely.

The ice bin, crisper cover, pans,
shelves, door bins or baskets are out
of position.

The gaskets are sticking.

The refrigerator wobbles or seems
unstable.

The doors were removed during
product installation and not properly
replaced.

he door Is opened often.
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Then...

P Modern refrigerators with more storage
space require more operating time.

P The motor will run longer under warm
conditions. At normal room
temperatures, expect your motor to
run about 40% to 80% of the time.
Under warmer conditions, expect it to
run even more often.

P Adding food and opening the door
warms the refrigerator.
It 1Is normal for the refrigerator to run
longer In order to cool the refrigerator
back down. Adding a large amount of
food warms the refrigerator. See the
Food Storage Guide section on page
48. In order to conserve energy, try to
get everything you need out of the
refrigerator at once, keep food organized
so It Is easy 1o find and close the door as
soon as the food Is removed.

P The refrigerator will take up to 24
hours to cool completely.

P See the Adjusting Control Settings
section on page 48.

P Push the doors firmly shut. If they will
not shut all the way, see Doors will
not close completely below.

P This prevents air transfer and makes
the motor work harder.
Clean the condenser colls. Refer to
the Care and Cleaning section on
pages 57/-58.

P See Leveling and Door Alignment
on page 46.

P Rearrange food containers to clear
door and door shelves.

P Push bins all the way in and put
crisper cover, pans, shelves and
baskets into their correct positions.
See the Using Your Refrigerator
section on pages 47-56.

P Clean gaskets and the surface that
they touch. Rub a thin coat of paraffin
wax on the gaskets after cleaning.

P Level the refrigerator. Refer to the
Leveling and Door Alignment
section on page 46.

P Remove and replace the doors
according to the Removing and
Replacing Refrigerator handles and

doors section on pages 41-45, or call
a qualified service technician.

P See Doors will not close completely
above.

P When the door is opened, warm,
humid air is allowed In the freezer,

resulting in frost.

Check If...

The air vents are blocked. Cold air

circulates from the freezer to the fresh

food section and back again through
air vents in the wall dividing the two
sections.

The doors are opened often.

The control i1s not set correctly for the
surrounding conditions.

A large amount of food has just been
added to the refrigerator or freezer.

The food Is not packaged correctly.

The doors are not closing completely.

The weather 1s humid.

A self-defrost cycle was completed.
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P Locate air vents by using your hand to
sense airflow and move all packages
that block vents and restrict airflow.
Refer to Multi-Flow on page 47 for the
location of air vents.

P When the door is opened, warm humid
air 1s allowed into the refrigerator. The
more the door I1s opened, the faster
the humidity builds up, and the more
warm air the refrigerator must cool. In
order to keep the refrigerator cool, try
to get everything you need out of the
refrigerator at once, keep food
organized so it Is easy to find and
close the door as soon as the food Is
removed.

P Refer to the Setting the Controls
section on page 47.
Wait 24 hours for temperatures to
stabilize or even out. If the
temperature Is too cold or too warm,
move the dial one humber at a time.

P Adding food warms the refrigerator. It
can take a few hours for the
refrigerator to return to normal
temperature.

P Wrap food tightly and wipe off damp
containers prior to storing in the
refrigerator to avoid moisture
accumulation. If necessary, repackage
food according to the guidelines In the
Food Storage Guide section on page
48.

P See Doors will not close completely
on page 65.

P In humid weather, air carries moisture
Into refrigerator when doors are
opened.

P It is normal for droplets to form on the
back wall after the refrigerator self-
defrosts.

Begin of warranty
period Is proven If, the buyer submits purchase
receipt together with the warranty card, filled In
and signed by the seller. The seral number of the
product must agree with the number entered
onto the warranty card.

2. During the warranty period, we will correct any
defects at no cost to you, If it can be proven that

these are attributed to manufacturing or matenal
defects.

3. Damages due to incorrect handling, non-
compliance with instructions for use and normal
wear are not covered by this warranty. Also, the
warranty does not cover wear parts or easily
broken pars (for example, viewing glass, light
bulbs). The buyer Is responsible for any damages
dunng transport as well as shipping and packaging
costs.

4. We decide whether to make repairs, exchange

or replace parts. Exchanged or replaced parts are
our property.
