e This fridge-freezer must be properly installed and

located In accordance with the Installation
Instruction before it is used.

e Never unplug your fridge-freezer by pulling on

the power cord. Always grip plug firmly and pull
straight out from the outlet.

e When moving your appliance away from the wall,

be careful not to roll over or damage the power
cord.

e After your fridge-freezer is in operation, do not

touch the cold surfaces in the freezer
compartment, particularly when hands are damp
or wet. Skin may adhere to these extremely cold
surfaces.

e Pull out the power plug prior to cleaning the fridge-

freezer. Never damage, serverely bend, pull out, or
twist the power cord because power cord damage may
cause a fire or electronic shock. Never place glass
products in the freezer because they may be broken
when their inner contents are frozen.

e Do not directly spray water inside or outside the
fridge/freezer.

Installation

Installation | 1. Select a good location.
Place your fridge-freezer where 1t is easy to use.

2. Avoid placing the unit near heat sources, direct
sunlight or moisture.

3. There must be proper air circulation around your

fridge-treezer to keep it operating efficiently. It your
fridge-freezer is placed in a recessed area in the wall,
allow at least 2 inches(5 cm) above.

4. To avoid vibration, the unit must be leveled. If

required, adjust the leveling screws to compensate for
the uneven floor.

The front should be slightly higher than the rear to
ald In door closing.

Leveling screws can be turned easily by tipping the
cabinet slightly.

Turn the leveling screws counterclockwise( "5 ) to
raise the unit, clockwise( ¢ ) to lower it.

5. Clean your fridge-freezer thoroughly and wipe off all
dust accumulated during shipping.

0. Install accessories such as ice cube box, etc. in their

oroper places. They are packed together to prevent
possible damage during shipment.

/. Connect the power supply cord (or plug) to the

outlet. Don't double up with other appliances on the
same outlet.

Starting When your fridge-freezer is installed, allow it 2-3 hours
to stabilize at normal operating temperature prior to
filling it with fresh or frozen foods.

t power plug is disconnected, allow 5 minutes delay
before restarting.

Your fridge-freezer is now ready for use.

Storing Food

A Caution | ¢ Do not store food which goes bad easily at low
temperature, such as banana, and melon.

e Allow hot food to cool prior to storing. Placing hot
food In the fridge-freezer could spoll other tood, and
lead to higher electric bills.

e \When storing the tood, use a container with a lid. This
prevents moisture from evaporating, and helps food 1o
keep Its taste and nutrients.

e Do not block air vents with food. Smooth circulation of
cold air keeps fridge-freezer temperature even.

e Do not open the door frequently. Opening the door
ets warm air enter the fridge-freezer, and cause
temperature to rise.

e Never keep too many foods in door rack, as this may
stop the door from fully closing.

e Do not store bottles in the freezer compartment - they
may break when frozen.

e Do not refreeze food that has been thawed. This
causes loss of taste and nutrition.

e Do not store pharmaceutical products, scientific
materials or other temperature sensitive products in the
refrigerator.

Products that require strict temperature controls must
not be stored in the refrigerator.




Suggestions on food storage

e Freezer Door Basket, marked® %) s -12°C
compartment, that is suitable for sort term storage ot
frozen food.

e |f you want to quick freeze new food, you put it middle
drawer of freezer compartment, and then press the
Super Freezer button.

_ If you keep the fridge-freezer in a hot, and humid
_ place, frequently open its door or put a lot of

_ vegetables in it, dew may form in it, which has no
_ effect on its performance.

General Information

e Turn the leveling screws until they stop before moving
the fridge-freezer. Otherwise the screw may scratch
the floor or the fridge-freezer cannot move.

e The Anti-Condensation Anti-Condensation
pipe is installed around the Pipe
front side of fridge-freezer —
as well as on the partition
between fridge
compartment and freezer
compartment to prevent
dewing.

Clean and fully rinse the Cap Tank (Big & Small) by using
neutral cleansing agent.

Especially for the groove part of the CAP TANK, it is
convenient to cleanse it by using a small brush.

Clean and fully rinse the VALVE ASSEMBLY by using a
small brush. Rinse it while operating the bottom part of
the valve assembly. Always fix the Sealing Rubber
separated for cleansing at the existing position (may
result in water leakage).

e Power plug may be unplugged from the electric
outlet.

e House fuse has blown or circuit breaker has
tripped.
Check and/or replace fuse and reset circuit breaker.

e Power cut.
Check house lights.

e Temperature control not set on proper position.
Refer to Temperature Control section.

e Appliance is placed close to heat source.
e Warm weather-frequent door openings.
e Door left open for a long time.

e Package holding door open or blocking air duct in
freezer compartment.

e The floor on which the fridge-freezer is installed
may be uneven or the fridge-freezer may be
unstable.

Make it even by rotating the leveling screw.

e Unnecessary objects placed in the back side of the
fridge-freezer.

* Door may have been left ajar or package holding
door open.

e Too frequent or too long door openings.
e Frost within package is normal.

* This phenomenon is likely to occur in a wet space.
Wipe 1t with a dry towel.
