Cleaning the Inside

To help prevent odors, leave an open box of
baking soda in the refrigerator and freezer
compartments.

Unplug the refrigerator before cleaning.

If this 1s not practical, wring excess moisture
out of sponge or cloth when cleaning
around switches, lights or controls.

Use warm water and baking soda solution—
about a tablespoon (15 ml) of baking soda
to a quart (1 liter) of water. This both cleans
and neutralizes odors. Thoroughly rinse

and wipe dry.

Behind the Refrigerator

Be careful when moving the refrigerator
away from the wall. All types of floor
coverings can be damaged, particularly
cushioned coverings and those with
embossed surfaces.

Pull the refrigerator straight out and return
it to position by pushing it straight in.
Moving the refrigerator in a side direction
may result in damage to the floor covering
or refrigerator.

Preparing for Vacation

For long vacations or absences, remove
food and unplug the refrigerator. Move
the freezer control to the 0 {off} position,
and clean the interior with a baking soda
solution of one tablespoon (15 ml) of
baking soda to one quart (1 liter) of water.
Leave the doors open.

Set the icemaker power switch to the 0 (off]
position and shut off the water supply to
the refrigerator.

Preparing to Move

Secure all loose 1tems such as base grille,
shelves and drawers by taping them
securely in place to prevent damage.

Avoid cleaning cold glass shelves (on some
models) with hot water because the extreme
temperature difference may cause them to break
Handle glass shelves carefully. Bumping
tempered glass can cause it to shatter

Do not wash any refrigerator parts in the
dishwasher

Wash ice trays in lukewarm water only—
do not put them in an automatic dishwasher,

When pushing the refrigerator back, make sure
you don't roll over the power cord or icemaker
supply line {on some models)

If the temperature can drop below
freezing, have a qualified servicer drain

the water supply system (on some models)
to prevent serious property damage due
to flooding.

Be sure the refrigerator stays in an upright
position auring moving.

WATER SUPPLY TO THE ICEMAKER

(on some models)

If the refrigerator has an icemaker, i1t will have to be
connected to a cold drinking water line. A water supply
kit 1s available at extra cost from your dealer.

Installation of the icemaker must be done by a
qualified service technician.

REFRIGERATOR LOCATION

* Do not install the refrigerator where the temperature
will go below 60°F (16°C) because it will not run often
enough to maintain proper temperatures.

* Do not install the refrigerator where the temperature
will go above 100°F (37°C) because it will not perform

properly.
* Install it on a floor strong enough to support it fully
loaded.

CLEARANCES

Allow the following clearances for ease of installation,
proper air circulation and plumbing and electrical
connections:

* Sides 1 /8" (4 mm)

* Top1” (25 mm)
* Back 1” (25 mm)

If the refrigerator 1s against a wall on either side, allow
al/8" (3 mm) door clearance.

LEVELING LEGS

The leveling legs have 3 purposes:

Leveling legs adjust so the doors close on their own
when opened about 45.°

Leveling legs adjust so the refrigerator 1s firmly
positioned on the floor and does not wobble.

1o easily move the refrigerator, raise the leveling legs
until the unit is supported by the rollers.

To adjust the leveling legs:

o Remove the base grille by
positioning hands as shown.

Pull the grille straight out
until the clips snap out.

Pull the grille away from
the refrigerator.

Insert a flat blade
screwdriver into the slots
on the leveling leg and
turn clockwise to raise
the refrigerator,
counterclockwise

to lower it.

Replace the grille so the
notch in the grille wall fit
around the bottom door

hinge.

Line up the clips on the
orille with the openings on
the refrigerator and push
into place.

TRANSFER FREEZER DOOR 8] REHANG THE
HANDLE TO THE RIGHT REFRIGERATOR DOOR

Remove the screws holding the handle to the top and Replace the base grille. Lower the refrigerator door
bottom of the door.

Shut the door, making sure to align the door with the
cabinet. Secure the door to the cabinet with masking
tape. Make sure the gasket on the door is flush against
the cabinet and 1s not folded.

Move the screws on the right side of the door to the
handle screw hole on the left side.

INSTALL CENTER HINGE
BRACKET ON LEFT SIDE

Remove the screw hole cover from the left side and
insert it into the screw holes on the right side.

Insert the center hinge pin into the hinge hole on top
of the refrigerator door.

Attach the center hinge to the cabinet with screws.
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REHANG THE FREEZER DOOR

Lower the freezer door onto the center hinge pin.

Shut the door, making sure to align the door with
the cabinet.

Insert the top hinge pin into the hinge hole on top
of the freezer door. Attach the hinge to the top of the

cabinet loosely with the screws.
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Make sure the gasket on the door 1s flush against the
cabinet and 1s not folded.

Support the door on the handle side and make sure
the door 1s straight and the gap between the doors
1s even across the front. While holding the door 1n
place, tighten the top hinge screws. Replace the
hinge cover.
