have more than 1000, it will only be shown up
to 999.

About MULTI SESSION

- This function recognizes the multi session disc

according to a disc of CD-ROM type.

ex) If there are MP3 files in the first session, the

MP3 file in the first session is only played.
If there are only MP3 files in the whole ses-

sion, all of the MP3 files in the session are

played.
If there is Audio CD in the first session, only
the Audio CD in the first session is played.
