This unit is equipped with RDS (Radio Data System),
which brings a wide range of information from FM radio.
RDS is a system for transmitting station call signs or
network information, a description of station programme
type text message about the station or specifics of 
musical selection and the correct time. 

RDS Tuning : OPTIONAL
When a FM station containing RDS data is tuned in, the
unit will automatically display the station’s call sign and
the RDS indicator will light in the Display Window as
well as indicators for the programme type recognition
(PTY), Radio Text (RT), Clock Time (CT) and RDS 
services programme (PS) if transmitted by the station.

RDS Display Options : OPTIONAL
The RDS system is capable of transmitting a wide 
variety of information in addition to the initial call sign
that appears when a station is first tuned. In normal
RDS operation the display will indicate the station name,
broadcast network or call letters. Pressing RDS on the
front panel enables you to cycle through the various
data types in the sequence:

(FREQUENCY PTY RT CT PS)

• PTY (Programme type recognition)-
The programme type is shown in the display window.

• RT (Radio text recognition)- The radio station’s
name is displayed in the display window.

• CT (Time controlled by the channel)- Enable the
unit to receive the actual time and show it on the 
display window.

• PS (Programme Service  name)- The programme
title is displayed in the display window.

• The disc is placed upside down.

• The disc is not placed within the guide.

• The disc is dirty.

• A menu is on the TV screen.

• The Rating level is set.

• The plugs and jacks are dirty.

• The disc is dirty.

• The speakers and components are 
connected poorly.

• The unit is located with too close to the TV.

• The antenna is positioned or connected
poorly.

• The signal strength of the stations is too
weak (when tuning in with automatic tuning).
