HDMI (High Definition Multimedia Interface) supports
both video and audio on a single digital connection for

an easy all- digital output to an HDMI or DI-equipped TV.

Connection to an HDMI TV requires an HDMI cable

while connection to a DVI-equipped TV requires a DVI

adapter besides a HDMI cable.

HDMI has the capability to support standard,
enhanced, or high-definition video plus standard to
multi-channel surround-sound audio, HDMI features
include uncompressed digital video, a bandwidth of up
to 5 gigabytes per second, one connector (instead of
several cables and connector), and communication
between the AV source and AV devices such as DTVs.

If you have a HDMI TV or monitor, you can connect
it to this DVD/CD Receiver using a HDMI cable.

With the DVD*' format, you can hear a program’s
soundtrack in the most accurate and realistic
presentation, thanks to digital audio technology.
However, you may wish to compress the dynamic
range of the audio output (the difference between the
loudest sounds and the quietest ones). Then, you may
listen to a movie at a lower volume without losing
clarity of sound. Set DRC to On for this effect.

*1: Dolby Digital only

HD AV Sync

Sometimes AV signal could not be transmitted
simultaneously because of later transmission of video
signal compared to audio signal.

Because it takes some time to convert analog video
signal to digital one in the Digital TV.

And It means that you may not enjoy picture on the
screen and sound from speaker at the same time
even though it is one scene.

In the HD AV Sync menu, you could adjust delay time
to audio signal for simultaneous AV signal
transmission
e Delay time could be set up with 10msec unit.

Presetting the Radio Stations

You can preset 50 stations for FM and AM (MW).

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RDS Operation

This unit is equipped with RDS (Radio Data System),
which brings a wide range of information to FM radio.
RDS, now being used in many countries, is a system
for transmitting station call signs or network
information, a description of station programme type
text message about the station or specifics of musical
selection and the correct time.

RDS TUNING

When a FM station is tuned in and it contains RDS
data, the unit will automatically display the station’s
call sign and the RDS indicator will light in the Display
Window as well as indicators for the RDS services
programme (PS), programme type recognition (PTY),
Radio text (RT) and Clock Time (CT) if transmitted by
the station.

RDS DISPLAY OPTIONS

The RDS system is capable of transmitting a wide
variety of information in addition to the initial call sign
that appears when a station is first tuned. In normal
RDS operation the display will indicate the station
name, broadcast network or call letters. Pressing RDS
on the remote control enables you to cycle through
the various data types in the sequence:

(PS <> FREQUENCY <> PTY < RT <> CT)

e PS (Programme Service name)- The name of the
channel is shown in the Display Window.

e PTY (Programme type recognition)- The name of
the programme type is shown in the Display
Window.

o RT (Radiotext)- A “text” message contains special
information from the broadcast station. Note that
this message may scroll across the display to
permit message.

e CT (Time controlled by the channel)- Enables
the unit to receive the actual time and show it in
the Display Window.

Some RDS stations may not choose to include some
of these additional features. If the data required for
the selected mode is not being transmitted, the
Display Window will show a PTY NONE, RT NONE,
CT NONE, or PS NONE message.

DVD Audio Discs

DVD Audio is a new disc format building on the
success of DVD to provide high quality,
uncompressed, multi-channel audio for a new
experience in audio quality. A DVD Audio disc can be
identified by the DVD audio logo on the disc jacket or
on the disc itself.

DVD Audio can provide higher quality stereo than
Audio CDs with a sampling rate of up to 192kHz
(compared to 44.1kHz for CDs). DVD Audio digital
sound can be delivered with up to 24 bits of data
(compared to 16 bits for a standard CD).

A typical DVD Audio disc contains up to seven times
the data capacity of a CD. This additional space is
used for music, either Advanced Resolution multi-
channel sound quality that is closer to the artist's
master recording or for longer recordings. Many DVD
Audio discs contain on-screen text, such as artist
biographies, playlists, or lyrics. Some DVD Audio
discs contain photo galleries or video clips.

Moving to another GROUP £« ur8e

Some DVD Audio discs divide content into different
groups. Your player enables you to quickly access
different groups during playback via the on-screen
display.

1. Press DISPLAY during playback on in stop mode.
2. Press A/V to select Group icon.

3. Press 4 or the numbered buttons (0-9) to select
a group number.

Note:

Sometimes the author of the disc creates hidden
content that can only be accessed by entering a
password. If the lock icon appears on the TV screen,
enter the password (sometimes you'll find it on the
disc’s jacket cover or on a web site). This password
control isn’t dictated by your DVD/CD Receiver — it is
a function of the disc.
