[ Do not store bottles in freezing compartment, as the bottle will break when the
liquid inside freezes.

[d Store food after in has been throughly cleaned. Vegetables and fruits should be
washed and wipe, and packed food should be wiped clean, so that adjacent food
should not be spoiled.
