A PRECAUTION -

The Remote Control unit will not function properly if strong light strikes the sensor window of
the air conditioner or if there are obstacles between the Remote Control unit and the air
conditioner.

1. POWER BUTTON
Operation starts, when this button is pressedand stops when you press the button again.

2. OPERATION MODE SELECTION BUTTON
Select Cooling, Heating, Fan or Dehumidification (Dry) mode with this button.

3. ON/OFF TIMER BUTTON
Set the time of starting and stopping operation.
The timer is set by 1 hour.
4. FAN SPEED SELECTOR
Select the fan speed
- Cooling Model : High [F 3] > Low [F {] > Med [F &] & High[F 7] ....
5. ROOM TEMPERATURE SETTING BUTTON
Control the room temperature within a range of 16°C to 30°C.
The unit takes an average of 30 minutes to adjust the room temperature by 1°C (1.8°F).
Temperature increases only by 2°C and no longer increase thereafter.

The vertical louver swings horizontally by the automatic system and stops when you press

E How to Insert the Batteries

Remove the cover from the back of the remote
controller.
« Slide the cover according to the arrow direction.
Insert the two batteries.
* Be sure that the (+) and (-) directions are correct.
* Be sure that both batteries are new.

Re-attach the cover.

Vent Control

The vent control is located above the
control knobs.

When set at CLOSE, only the air inside
the room will be circulated and
conditioned. When set at OPEN, some
inside air is exhausted outside.

To open the vent, pull the lever toward you.

The direction of air can be controlled
horizontally or vertically by using the
horizontal louver or vertical louver.

Turn the air conditioner off and remove the plug ~ To clean, use water and a mild detergent. Do not
from the wall outlet before cleaning. use bleach or abrasives.

|: Air Filter
‘ A Ensure the power is off before open the front Giill.

The air filter behind the front grille should be checked and cleaned
at least once every 2 weeks or more often if necessary.

The grille is designed to clean the filter both upward and
downward.

To remove:

Open the inlet grille upward by pulling out the bottom of the
inlet grille.

@ Using the tab, pull up slightly on the filter to release it and pull
it down.

Clean the filter with warm, soapy water below 40°C (104°/F).

Rinse and gently shake the water from the filter and let it dry
before replacing it.

CAUTION: DO NOT operate the air conditioner without a filter
because dirt and lint will clog it and reduce
performance.

In humid weather, excess water may cause the BASE PAN to overflow. BASE

Save time and money! Review the chart below first and
you may not need to call for service.

Normal Operation

|:- * You may hear a pinging noise caused by water being picked up and thrown against the condenser

on rainy days or when the humidity is high. This design feature helps remove moisture and improve

efficiency.

* You may hear the thermostat click when the compressor cycles on and off.

» Water will collect in the base pan during high numidity or on rainy days. The water may overflow
and drip from the outdoor side of the unit.

* The fan may run even when the compressor does not.
