•	 If there is a strong electromagnetic wave 
product nearby, interference may occur. Put the 
unit (Wireless subwoofer and main unit) away 
from there. 

•	 If you operate main unit then wireless subwoofer 
(rear speakers) sound within a few seconds in 
standby mode.

•	 Set the distance between this unit and 
subwoofer Receiver within 10 m (32 ft.).

•	 Optimum performance can be implemented 
only when the unit and the Wireless subwoofer 
within distance of 2 m (6 ft.) to  10 m (32 ft.) is 
used since communication failure may occur if 
longer distance is used.

•	 It takes a few seconds (and may take longer) 
for the Wireless Transmitter and subwoofer to 
communicate with each other.
