The 123 Mode enables you to enter numbers in a text message

!] Conference Calls

The conference service provides you with the ability to have a
simultaneous conversation with more than one caller, if your network
service provider supports this feature. A conference call can only be
set up when you have one active call and one call on hold, both calls
having been answered. Once a conference call is set up, calls may be
added, disconnected or separated (that is, removed from the
conference call but still connected to you) by the person who set up
the conference call. These options are all available from the In-Call
menu. The maximum callers in a conference call are five. Once
started, you are in control of the conference call, and only you can
add calls to the conference call.

Making a Second Call

You can make a second call while currently on a call. Enter the
second number and press the &) . When the second call is
connected, the first call is automatically placed on hold. You can swap
between calls, by pressing the &) key.
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Setting Up a Conference Call

To set up a conference call, place one call on hold and while the
active call is on, press the left soft key and then select the Join menu
of Conference call.

Activate the Conference Call on Hold

To activate a conference call on hold, press the 3 key. Alternatively
press the left soft key [Options] and select Conference/Hold all calls.

If this function is
activated, you'll be requested to enter the PIN code.

You can cancel all barring services.

» Change password

You can change the password for Call Barring Service.

The submenus:

Allows to request the network to set call restriction on.

Set the selected call restriction off.

View the status whether the calls are barred or not.

Fixed dial number Menu 7.5.4
(SIM dependent)

You can restrict your outgoing calls to selected phone numbers.
The numbers are protected by your PIN2 code.

p Activate

You can restrict your outgoing calls to selected phone numbers.

» Cancel

You can cancel fixed dialling function.
» Number list

You can view the number list saved as Fixed dial number.
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Change codes Menu 7.5.5

PIN is an abbreviation of Personal Identification Number to prevent
use by unauthorized person.

You can change the access codes: PIN code, PIN2 code, Security
code.

1. If you want to change the Security code/PIN/PIN2 code input
your original code, and then press f [OK].

2. Input new Security code/PIN/PIN2 code and verify them.

B[ Network settings Menu 7.6

You can select a network which will be registered either
automatically or manually. Usually, the network selection is set to
Automatic.

Automatic Menu 7.6.1

If you select Automatic mode, the phone will automatically search
for and select a network for you. Once you have selected
“Automatic”, the phone will be set to “Automatic” even though the
power is off and on.

Manual Menu 7.6.2

The phone will find the list of available networks and show you
them. Then you can select the network which you want to use if
this network has a roaming agreement with your home network
operator. The phone let you select another network if the phone
fails to access the selected network.

Preferred Menu 7.6.3

You can set a list of preferred networks and the phone attempts to
register with first, before attempting to register to any other
networks. This list is set from the phone’s predefined list of known
networks.
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i] Reset settings Menu 7.7 \

You can initialize all factory defaults. You need Security code to
activate this function.

[ GPRS setting Menu 7.8 |

GPRS(General Packet Radio Service) is a technology that allows
mobile phones to be used for sending and receiving data over the
mobile network. GPRS is a data bearer that enables wireless
access to data network such as the Internet.

Before you can use GPRS technology

- You need to subscribe to the GPRS service. For availability and
subscription to GPRS service, contact your network operator or
service provider.

- You need to save the GPRS settings for the applications used
over GPRS.

Power on Menu 7.8.1

If you select Power on and you are in a network that supports
GPRS, the phone registers to the GPRS network and sending short
messages will be done via GPRS. Also, starting an active packet
data connection, for example, to send and receive e-mail, is

quicker.

When needed Menu 7.8.2

If you select When needed, the phone will use a GPRS connection
only if you start an application or action that needs it. The GPRS
connection is closed after it is no longer required by any applica-

tion.

© Note
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If there is no GPRS coverage and you have chosen Automatic, the
phone will periodically try to establish a connection.
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You can access various WAP (Wireless Application Protocol)
services such as banking, news, weather reports and flight
information. These services are specially designed for mobile
phones and they are maintained by WAP service providers.

Check the availability of WAP services, pricing and tariffs with your
network operator and/or the service provider whose service you
wish to use. Service providers will also give you instructions on how
to use their services.

Once connected, the homepage is displayed. The content depends
on the service provider. To exit the browser at any time, press the

( ) key. The phone will return to the previous menu.

Navigating with the WAP browser

You can surf the Internet using either the phone keys or the WAP
browser menu.
