¢ Minimum Image Quality

The Minimum Image Quality slider allows the ad-
ministrator to make compromises between image
quality and frame rate when network bandwidth

is limited. Sometimes, lower-quality images at a
higher frame rate may be required, while at other
times, higher-quality images at a lower frame rate
may be preferred.

In environments where the network bandwidth is
limited, moving the slider towards Reduced en-
sures higher frame rates;

moving the slider towards Perception-Free ensures
higher image quality. When network bandwidth is
not limited, the PColP system will maintain percep-
tion-free quality regardless of the Minimum Image
Quality setting.
