When you first turn on the phone, you will be guided through a series of essential steps to
configure the phone settings.

Turning on the phone Charging the phone

+ The charging port is at the bottom of the phone.

+ Insert one end of the charging cable into the phone and plug the other
end into an electrical socket.

+ To maximize the battery lifetime, ensure that the battery is fully charged
before you use it for the first time.

TIP! If the phone is locked and does not work, press and hold the Power/Lock key for 10 seconds to turn it off.

+ The SAR limit recommended by the International
Commission on Non-lonizing Radiation Protection
(ICNIRP) is 2 W/kg averaged over 10 g of fissue.

The highest SAR value for this model phone tested for
use at the ear is 0.409 W/kg (10 g) and when worn on
the body is 0.470 W/Kg (10 g).

This device meets RF exposure guidelines when used
either in the normal use position against the ear or when
positioned at least 1.5 cm away from the body. When

a carry case, belt clip or holder is used for body-worn
operation, it should not contain metal and should position
the product at least 1.5 cm away from your body.

This mobile phone model LG &Gz has been designed fo

Use a dry cloth fo clean the exterior of the unit (do not
use solvents such as benzene, thinner or alcohol).

Do not charge the phone when it is on soft furnishings.
The phone should be charged in a well ventilated area.
Do not subject this unit to excessive smoke or dust.

Do not keep the phone next fo credit cards or transport
tickets; it can affect the information on the magnetic

Do not expose the phone to liquid or moisture

Use accessories like earphones cautiously. Do not fouch
the antenna unnecessarily.

Do not use, fouch or atfempt fo remove or fix broken,
chipped or cracked glass. Damage to the glass display
due to abuse or misuse is not covered under the
warranty.

Your phone is an electronic device that generates heat
during normal operation. Extremely prolonged, direct
skin contact in the absence of adequate ventilation may
result in discomfort or minor burns. Therefore, use care
when handling your phone during or immediately after
operation.

If your phone gets wet, immediately unplug it to dry off
completely. Do not atfempt fo accelerate the drying
process with an external heating source, such as an oven,
microwave or hair dryer.

+ The liquid in your wet phone, changes the color of the
product label inside your phone.

Efficient phone operation

Electronics devices

Replace the battery when it no longer provides acceptable
performance. The batfery pack may be recharged
hundreds of times before it needs replacing.

Recharge the battery if it has not been used for a long
fime to maximize usability.

Do not expose the battery charger to direct sunlight or
use it in high humidity, such as in the bathroom.

Do not leave the battery in hot or cold places, as this may
deteriorate battery performance.

There is risk of explosion if the battery is replaced with an
incorrect type.

+ Dispose of used batteries according fo the manufacturer's
instructions. Please recycle when possible. Do not dispose
as household waste.

If you need to replace the battery, take it fo the nearest
authorised LG Electronics service point or dealer for
assistance.

Always unplug the charger from the wall socket affer

the phone is fully charged fo save unnecessary power
consumption of the charger.

Actual battery life will depend on network configuration,
product seftings, usage patterns, battery and
environmental conditions.

Make sure that no sharp-edged items such as animal's
feeth or nails, come into contfact with the batfery. This
could cause a fire.

Road safety

Check the laws and regulations on the use of mobile
phones in the area when you drive.

Do not use a hand-held phone while driving.

Give full attention fo driving.

Pull off the road and park before making or answering a
callif driving conditions so require.

RF energy may affect some electronic systems in your
vehicle such as car stereos and safety equipment.
When your vehicle is equipped with an air bag, do not
obstruct with installed or portable wireless equipment. It
can cause the air bag fo fail or cause serious injury due to
improper performance.

If you are listening to music whilst out and about, please
ensure that the volume is at a reasonable level so that
you are aware of your surroundings. This is of particular
importance when near roads.

Avoid damage to your hearing

To prevent possible hearing damage, do not
listen at high volume levels for long periods.

Damage fo your hearing can occur if you are exposed

to loud sound for long periods of time. We therefore
