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Lifting and moving the TV

Please note the following advice to prevent the TV from being scratched

ordamaged and for safe transportation regardless of its type and size.

« Itis recommended to move the TV in the box or packing material
that the TV originally came in.

« Before moving or lifting the TV, disconnect the power cord and all
cables.

« When holding the TV, the screen should face away from you to
avoid damage.

« Hold the side and bottom of the TV frame firmly. Make sure not
to hold the transparent part, speaker, or speaker grill area. (Not
applicable for OLED55/65E9%)

« When transporting a large TV, there should be at least 2 people.
« When transporting the TV by hand, hold the TV as shown in the
following illustration.

(Only OLED55/65E9*)

« Hold the side of the TV with one hand, and hold the bottom of the
rear cover or the side of the Stand with the other. (Hold the rear
cover when placing the TV on the floor. Holding the bottom glass
may resultin injury.) (Only OLED55/65E9%)

+ When transporting the TV, do not expose the TV to jolts or excessive
vibration.

« When transporting the TV, keep the TV upright, never turn the TV
onits side or tilt towards the left or right.

« Do not apply excessive pressure to cause flexing / bending of frame
chassis as it may damage screen.

« When handling the TV, be careful not to damage the protruding
buttons.

A « Avoid touching the screen at all times, as this may result
in damage to the screen.

« When attaching the stand to the TV set, place the screen
facing down on a cushioned table or flat surface to
protect the screen from scratches.

Securing TV to the Wall

1 Insert and tighten the eye-bolts, or TV brackets and bolts on the back
of the TV.

« Ifthere are bolts inserted at the eye-bolts position, remove the
bolts first.
2 Mount the wall brackets with the bolts to the wall. Match the
location of the wall bracket and the eye-bolts on the rear of the TV.

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Mounting to the Wall

Attach an optional wall mount bracket at the rear of the TV carefully
and install the wall mount bracket on a solid wall perpendicular to

the floor. When you attach the TV to other building materials, please
contact qualified personnel. LG recommends that wall mounting be
performed by a qualified professional installer. We recommend the use
of LG's wall mount bracket. LG's wall mount bracket is easy to move with
cables connected. When you do not use LG's wall mount bracket, please
use a wall mount bracket where the device is adequately secured to the
wall with enough space to allow connectivity to external devices. It is
advised to connect all the cables before installing fixed wall mounts.

If you intend to mount the product to a wall, attach VESA

standard mounting interface (optional parts) to the back

When you install the set to use the wall
mounting bracket (optional parts), fix it carefully so as
not to drop.

+ When mounting a TV on the wall, make sure not to install
the TV by hanging the power and signal cables on the
back of the TV.

« Do not install this product on a wall if it could be exposed
to oil or oil mist. This may damage the product and cause
it to fall.

« Please use the accessory cable holder when hanging on
the wall. (Only OLED55/65(9%)

« Attach the three covers when installing the wall
mount. (Only when the item is provided.) (Only
OLED55/65E9*)




Connections

Connect various external devices to the TV and switch input modes to
select an external device. For more information of external device's
connection, refer to the manual provided with each device.

Antenna/Cable

Connect the TV to a wall antenna socket with an RF cable (75 Q).

« Use asignal splitter to use more than 2 TVs.

« Ifthe image quality is poor, install a signal amplifier properly to
improve the image quality.

« Ifthe image quality is poor with an antenna connected, try to
realign the antenna in the correct direction.

« Anantenna cable and converter are not supplied.

« Foralocation that is not supported with ULTRA HD broadcasting,
this TV cannot receive ULTRA HD broadcasts directly.

Satellite dish

Connect the TV to a satellite dish to a satellite socket with a satellite RF
cable (75 Q). (Depending on model)

Connect your TV to external devices. For the best picture and audio
quality, connect the external device and the TV with the HDMI cable.

Available external devices are: Blu-ray player, HD receivers, DVD players,
V(Rs, audio systems, USB storage devices, PC, gaming devices, and
other external devices.

« The external device connection may differ from the model.
Connect external devices to the TV regardless of the order of the
TV port.

If you record a TV program on a Blu-ray/DVD recorder or VCR, make
sure to connect the TV signal input cable to the TV through a DVD
recorder or VCR. For more information of recording, refer to the
manual provided with the connected device.

Refer to the external equipment’s manual for operating
instructions.

If you connect a gaming device to the TV, use the cable supplied
with the gaming device.

In PCmode, there may be noise associated with the resolution,
vertical pattern, contrast or brightness. If noise is present, change
the PCoutput to another resolution, change the refresh rate to
another rate or adjust the brightness and contrast on the PICTURE
menu until the picture is clear.

In PCmode, some resolution settings may not work properly
depending on the graphics card.

If ULTRA HD content is played on your PC, video or audio may
become disrupted intermittently depending on your PC's
performance. (Depending on model)

When connecting via a wired LAN, it is recommended to use a CAT
7 cable. (Only when LAN port is provided.)

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Registering Magic Remote Control

How to register the Magic Remote Control

To use the Magic Remote, first pair it with your TV.
1 Put batteries into the Magic Remote and turn the TV on.

2 Point the Magic Remote at your TV and press the @ Wheel (0K) on
the remote control.

* If the TV fails to register the Magic Remote, try again after turning
the TV off and back on.

How to deregister the Magic Remote
Control

Press the <> (BACK) and {nY (HOME) buttons at the same time, for
five seconds, to unpair the Magic Remote with your TV.

* Pressing and holding the 5 button will let you cancel and re-regis-
ter Magic Remote at once.

Troubleshooting

Cannot control the TV with the remote control.

« Check the remote control sensor on the product and try again.

« Check if there is any obstacle between the product and the remote
control.

« Check if the batteries are still working and properly installed (®
to@, Ot Q).

No image display and no sound is produced.

« Checkiif the product is turned on.

« Check if the power cord is connected to a wall outlet.

« Checkiif there is a problem in the wall outlet by connecting other

products.
The TV turns off suddenly.

+ Check the power control settings. The power supply may be
interrupted.
« Check if the auto-off function is activated on the settings related
time.
« Ifthere is no signal while the TV is on, the TV will turn off
automatically after 15 minutes of inactivity.
When connecting to the PC (HDMI), no signal is detected.

+ Turn the TV off/on using the remote control.
+ Reconnect the HDMI cable.
« Restart the PCwith the TV on.



Abnormal Display

« Ifthe product feels cold to the touch, there may be a small “flicker”
when itis turned on. This is normal, there is nothing wrong with
product.

This panel is an advanced product that contains millions of pixels.
You may see tiny black dots and/or brightly coloured dots (white,
red, blue or green) at a size of 1 ppm on the panel. This does not
indicate a malfunction and does not affect the performance and
reliability of the product.

This phenomenon also occurs in third-party products and is not
subject to exchange or refund.

You may find different brightness and colour of the panel
depending on your viewing position(left/right/top/down).

This phenomenon occurs due to the characteristic of the panel.
Itis not related with the product performance, and it is not
malfunction.

Generated Sound

“Cracking” noise: A cracking noise that occurs when watching or
turning off the TV is generated by plastic thermal contraction due
to temperature and humidity. This noise is common for products
where thermal deformation is required.

Electrical circuit humming/panel buzzing: A low level noise is
generated from a high-speed switching circuit, which supplies a
large amount of current to operate a product. It varies depending
on the product.

This generated sound does not affect the performance and
reliability of the product.
