1. Put the laundry evenly into the spin
dryer basket.

. Put the laundry down lightly.

. Place the safety cover horizontally over
the laundry, washing machine may get damage if the safety cover is not placed.

. Close the spin dryer cover.

. Do not drain the water out of the wash tub while the spin dryer basket is in operation.
If the spin dryer basket is off-balance and vibrates excessively, stop the
spinning, rearrange the clothes evenly, and then resume spinning.

e If the spinning fail to stop when the spin dryer cover is opened, the brake is out

of order. Immediately stop using the machine and request repair service.

CARE & MAINTENANCE

Rotation filter-C & Detergent box

. Pull the overflow filter forward from the wash tub in the direction of the arrow.

. Lift up the area ® of the over flow filter and take out the rotation filter-C by pulling
in direction as shown.

. Turn the net over and rinse in water ,use a brush to remove the lint which has adhered to
the overflow filter.

. Pull the detergent box follow the arrow direction in picture 4.

. Press at side of detergent box and rotate down follow the arrow direction in picture 5.

. Clean detergent box with water.

. Reverse method for assemble rotation filter-C and detergent box.
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INSTALLATION & HOW TO WASH

Before washing

1. Check the washing instruction labels on the clothing to be washed.
2. Remove all objects from the pockets of the clothing.Objects left in the pockets may
damage clothing or break the washing machine (could cause the drain hose to clog).
3 Wash after separating oiled or dyed clothing.
4. For your convenience hang up the wash cover on the rightside of the
washing machine tub when not in use.
