Air Filters

The air filters behind the front panel / grill should be checked and
cleaned once in every 2 weeks or more often if necessary. To re-
move the filters see the self explanatory diagrams for each model
type. Clean the filters with a vacuum cleaner or warm soapy
water. If dirt is not easily removed, wash with a solution of deter-
gent in luke warm water. Dry well in shade after washing and rein-
stall the filters back in place.

Plasma Filters

The plasma filters behind the air filter should be checked and
cleaned once in every 3 months or more often if necessary. To re-
move the filters see the self explanatory diagrams for each model
type. Clean the filters with a vacuum cleaner. If it is dirty wash it
with water and dry well in shade an install back in place.

Deodorizer Filters

Remove the deodorizer filters behind the air filter and expose
them in direct sunlight for 2 hours.

And then insert these filters into original position.
