-- This may result in fire.
•	 Do not allow children to cling to or 

climb up to the projector.
-- This may cause the projector to 
fall, causing injury or death.

•	 Do not install the product in a 
place with no ventilation (e.g., on 
a bookshelf or in a closet) or on a 
carpet or cushion.

-- This may result in fire due to the 
increase in internal temperature.

•	 Do not place the product close to 
sources of steam, oil or oil mist, 
such as humidifiers and kitchen 
counters.

When in Use

-- To prevent internal overheating, 
install the projector in a well-
ventilated place. Do not place 
anything near the projector.
