21 Cleaning
When cleaning, unplug the power cord and 
rub  gently with a soft cloth to prevent 
scratching.

		  Preamble

The licenses for most software are designed to take away 
your freedom to share and change it. By contrast, the GNU 
General Public Licenses are intended to guarantee your 
freedom to share and change free software - to make sure 
the software is free for all its users.

This license, the Lesser General Public License, applies to 
some specially designated software packages - typically 
libraries - of the Free Software Foundation and other 
authors who decide to use it. You can use it too, but we 
suggest you first think carefully about whether this license 
or the ordinary General Public License is the better strat-
egy to use in any particular case, based on the explana-
tions below.

When we speak of free software, we are referring to free-
dom of use, not price. Our General Public Licenses are 
designed to make sure that you have the freedom to dis-
tribute copies of free software (and charge for this service 
if you wish); that you receive source code or can get it if you 
want it; that you can change the software and use pieces 
of it in new free programs; and that you are informed that 
you can do these things.

1.Definitions.

1.0.1.	 “Commercial use” means distribution or otherwise 
making the covered code available to a third party.

1.1.	 “Contributor” means each entity that creates or con-
tributes to the creation of modifications.

1.2.	 “Contributor version” means the combination of the 
original code, prior modifications used by a contribu-
tor, and the modifications made by that particular 
contributor.

1.3.	 “Covered code” means the original code or modifi-
cations or the combination of the original code and 
modifications, in each case including portions there-
of.

1.4.	 “Electronic distribution mechanism” means a mech-
anism generally accepted in the software develop-
ment community for the electronic transfer of data.

1.5.	 “Executable” means covered code in any form other 
than source code.

1.6.	 “Initial developer” means the individual or entity 
identified as the initial Developer in the Source Code 
notice required by exhibit A.

1.7.	 “Larger work” means a work which combines covered 
code or portions thereof with code not governed by 
the terms of this License.

1.8.	 “License” means this document.

1.8.1.	 “Licensable” means having the right to grant, to the 
maximum extent possible, whether at the time of the 
initial grant or subsequently acquired, any and all of 
the rights conveyed herein.

1.9.	 “Modifications” means any addition to or deletion 
from the substance or structure of either the original 
code or any previous modifications. When covered 
code is released as a series of files, a modification is:

	 A. Any addition to or deletion from the contents of a 
file containing original code or previous modifica-
tions.

1.10.	 “Original code” means source code of computer 
software code which is described in the source code

1.10.1.	 “Patent claims” means any patent claim(s), now 
owned or hereafter acquired, including without limi-
tation, method, process, and apparatus claims, in any 
patent licensable by grantor.

1.11.	 “Source code” means the preferred form of the cov-
ered code for making modifications to it, including all 
modules it contains, plus any associated interface 
definition files, scripts used to control compilation 
and installation of an executable, or source code dif-
ferential comparisons against either the original code 
or another well known, available covered code of the 
contributor's choice. The source code can be in a 
compressed or archival form, provided the appropri-
ate decompression or de-archiving software is wide-
ly available for no charge.
