Nothing is displayed on the screen.
Is the monitor's power cord plugged 
in?

yyCheck if the power cord is correctly plugged in to the power outlet.

Is the power indicator on? yyCheck the power cable connection and press the power button. 
Is the power indicator displaying ?  yyCheck that the connected input is enabled (Menu - Input).

Is the power indicator blinking? yy If the monitor is in sleep mode, move the mouse or press any key on 
the keyboard to switch the display on.

Is the "OUT OF RANGE" message 
displayed?
