Some USB storage devices may not be supported or
operated smoothly.

Be sure to back up important files since data stored
in a USB memory device may be damaged. We will
not be responsible for any data loss.

If a USB memory device is connected to a USB multi-
card reader, its volume data may not be detected.

If the USB memory device does not work properly,
disconnect and reconnect it.

How fast a USB memory device is detected differs
from device to device.

The recommended capacity is 1 TB or less for a
USB external hard disk and 32 GB or less for USB
memory.
